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Common Rust 

Southern Rust 
Pustules (uredinia)   

• yellow halos 
• orange and circular-oval 
• upper leaf surface 

Environment 
•  “tropical weather” ≥80°,  
• high humidity and moist conditions 

Common Rust 
Pustules (uredinia)  

• halos occur less regularly than southern rust 
• cinnamon and elongated 
• both leaf surfaces 

Environment 
• cooler temperatures <80° and moist conditions  

General Rust Management 
• Variety selection more of an option for common rust 

– Can play a minor role for southern rust  
• Follow the Puccinia pathway
