Research shows childcare -provider education 

and specialized training are the strongest 

predictors of childcare quality and in turn, 

children's experiences. Especially affected are  

social and learning skills and language 

development.  

 

University of Missouri Extension's Building 

Better Childcare program is able to meet the 

educational needs of individuals who provide 

non -parental care to children ages birth 

through second grade. The classes are open 

to center - and home -based childcare 

providers, Head Start and early childhood 

teachers and school and parent educators. 

The classes also fulfill the state -mandated 

requirement for annual training for providers 

working in licensed facilities and teachers.  

 

Building Better Childcare improves childcare 

quality via research -based, educational 

workshops that focus on developmentally  
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
