General, working, and electric theater demonstrations are NOT judged 
at State Fair, but Egg, Pork, International, Agri-Missouri and Soy foods 
will. 
 

Electric theatre demonstrations must use electricity. 
 

General: any topic or project 
 

Working on any demonstration of project. You work on a item or show 
a skill continuou8sly for 30 minutes; a formal talk is not required, but 
responding to questions is.  A poster with topic, name and other info 
should be displayed 
 

Egg Contest: Prepare egg dish and present information on eggs, nutri-
tional value, preparation, storage, function, grading/sizing, versatility 
and economics; Samples for judges needed and recipe and county and 
state 
 

Pork:  members must e enrolled in foods or swine projects 
International: international topics: foods, items, used or made in an-
other country.  7-10 minutes.  If food, recipe and sample needed at 
county and state 
 

Agri Missouri Foods: 7-10 minutes; must use a food project from Mis-
souri company or producer, give information on them and the nutrition 
and preparation . Recipe and sample needed for county and state 
Soy foods: any recipe that uses soy foods. 5-20 minutes long.  Must 
use at least İ soy foods in recipe and know about soybean production 
in Missouri, recipe and samples needed.
