LEADER ORIENTATION REQUIRED                      

FOR ALL 4-H VOLUNTEER LEADERS 

The Missouri 4-H program feels that orienting all 4-H lead-
ers will create a stronger 4-H program overall.  As of 
January 1, 2009, all 4-H leaders (organizational, pro-
ject, activity & resource leaders) are required to attend 

or complete a one-time volunteer orientation session. 

Leaders may complete this session through three different 
ways.  One attend a face-to-face session, two complete 
the oneline orientation, or three complete a volunteer ori-
entation CD 

Face to Face Sessions will be held Tuesday Septem-
ber 29th at 6PM and on Saturday October 17th at 9AM.  

Pre-register for these sessions one week in advance.

Open a web browser, such as Internet Explorer or Mozilla

1. Select [Login] 

2. Enter a username of _kids 

3. Enter this password:  volunteer 

4. Select [Yes] anytime the security information box ap-
pears to ask if you want to display non-secure items. 

5. Select this link located on the left side of the screen:

6. A welcome screen appears and guides the participant 
through the course.

If you are work-
ing on a project on your own and/or with parents, then showing at the fair is the logical way to complete.
