Preparing a Capable and  
Competent Workforce  

The councils of the National Academy of Sciences and the National Academy of En-
gineering, at their annual joint meeting é. expressed concern that a weakening of 

science and technology in the United States would inevitably degrade its social and 

economic conditions and, in particular, erode the ability of its citizens to compete 
for high-quality jobs. (The National Academy Press, pg. ix, 2006). 

In a recent study of 352 youth (about half 4 -H members and half non 4-H mem-

bers), 4-H members reported more positive attitudes toward science and technol-
ogy than non 4-Hôers. 4-H members were more likely to agree that  

¶ science is important in their daily life  

¶ science will be useful in their future  

¶ science is making their lives healthier and 

¶ science is fun (Richard M. Lerner, 2008) 

300 youth from ages 10ï13 report gaining skills in ñlearning to learn,ò getting 
along, teamwork and self-responsibility at 4-H Summer Resident camps (Michelle 

Klem, 2006). The U.S. Department of Labor identifies these as abilities necessary 

for success in high-skill, high-wage jobs.

The 3rd Annual Show Me 4-H Wares booth is accepting 
applications for young entrepreneurs to sell their 4 -H 

products and services at the Missouri State Fair on Aug. 
13, 14, 15, or 16, 2009.   

Please note these important changes to the program for 

2009: 

¶ Any 4-H member is eligible to apply as an exhibitor at 

the booth, regardless of whether he/she has a 2009 

State Fair eligible project. 

¶ Teams of up to 3 youth representing 4 -H club-based 

ventures or fundraisers may apply as group exhibitors 
(club-based ventures include only products or services 

both produced and sold by 4-H members themselves, 

such as goat milk soap or doggie treats). 

¶ Youth who have completed or are enrolled in the 4 -H 

Entrepreneurship Project are encouraged to apply 

(however, enrollment in the entrepreneurship project is 
not a prerequisite for exhibiting).  

¶ Youth selected to sell their wares at the booth will sign 

up for a half day time slot only; full day time slots will 

not be available this year. 

Youth exhibitors will have the option of displaying items 
and order information at the booth beyond their half day 

time slot.  

Youth marketing a service  (such as photography or 
babysitting) can do so with an in -person demonstration, 

pre-made video, or Powerpoint presentation at the booth.  

Youth selling a product  (such as animal feeders or 
quilts) can bring pre -made items to sell at the booth, and/

or take customer orders to fill later.   Youth selected for 
the booth will sign up to display a half day at the booth on 

Aug. 13, 14, 15, or 16.  

Applications require a thorough description of the product 
or service, a recommendation from an unrelated adult, 

and approval by the 4-H Youth Staff from the county.  Up 

to 16 youth exhibitors will be selected to sell during the 4 
days.  Applications will be due by May 15  and se-

lected youth will be notified by June 1st.  

Upon selection, youth exhibitors will be mailed information 
on pricing items, making a sales pitch, etc.  Project lead-

ers and parents are encouraged to assist youth with pre-
