Project leaders are very important to the 4-H Club program.  It is these spe-
cial interests that motivate youth to retain their 4-H membership.  4-H pro-
ject leaders help members learn skills they will use throughout life, help 
members reach goals, serve as a role model and give youth in 4-H an im-
portant connection with a caring adult.   

So I said I'd be a project leader…now what do I do? 

¶ Secure the literature from your 4-H club leader or from Extension 
Publications using the form in the Y603, 4-H Clover; LG911, the 
Missouri 4-H Literature and Merchandise form; or online at 
http://extension.missouri.edu/explore/shop/ 

¶ Check out the resources available on the project web page 
http://4h.missouri.edu/projects/  there are many hands on activities 
available for your use. 

¶ Read the literature carefully, know the requirements and the 
prerequisites, and provide the opportunity for members of your 
group set individual and group goals. 

¶ Study the leader/helper guide and adapt it to your situation. 

¶ List skills the members should know in order to complete work. 

¶ Decide what skills to include in each project group. 

¶ Decide what you and members are to do at each meeting. 

¶ Prepare needed materials before the meeting. 

¶ Collect names, addresses, phone numbers and e-mail addresses of 
the members enrolled in your project from your club leader or your 
local University of Missouri Extension center.  

¶ Keep attendance and project records. 

We are very thankful to you for donating your time and skills to work with 
youth in the project setting.  Without caring adults like you, the Missouri 
4-H program would not be successful.

―DOLLAR PER MEMBER‖ ACCIDENT AND INJURY INSUR-
ANCE – AMERICAN INCOME LIFE 
As you may know, all 4-H members in Adair County, and some 
adults (if they chose to purchase the coverage) are covered by 
this insurance plan. If you do ever have an injury or illness, be 
SURE to fill out an incident report, and notify Michelle Klem, 4-H 
Youth Development Specialist, as soon as possible. Having an 
injury documented and substantiated makes the claim process 
go SO much smoother! If you file a claim on your own, AIL will 
first contact me for verification, so please be sure to contact me 
right away, and I will help you know how to correctly submit the 
claim. 

If you have ever filed a claim with American Income Life you al-
ready know how wonderful they are to work with. This is just a 
reminder that they provide Primary coverage which is unusual 
since most supplemental insurance is Secondary. Also the Ameri-
can Income Life representative wants to remind you that they 
will pay for ambulance IF the 4-Hôer is taken to the nearest hos-
pital. They indicate that no other private insurance company will 
do this. So, if an ambulance is involved in any accident be sure 
to tell the driver to go to the nearest hospital. American Income 
Life will pay the ambulance bill first and continue on other ex-
penses until the limit is met. They do this because other compa-
nies are more likely to pay the medical expenses and will not pay 
for the ambulance ride.

§ Parent will sign child in with the 4-H parade 

coordinator on the sign up sheet, and provide 
an emergency phone number where parent can 
be reached during and after the parade, and 
the name of person who will meet child at pa-
rade route end.  

§ Parent will meet 4-H group at parade route end 

and make contact with parade coordinator. 
There will be one designated area at the end of 
the parade route at which parents can pick up 
their child. NO EXCEPTIONS. Please do not pull 
child out of the parade mid-way through the 
route. No exceptions.  

§ Parent will meet at the designated pick up area 

and sign the child out with the parade coordi-
nator. Please do not be late. Parade coordina-
tors are volunteers and if youôre late, they wait. 
Please be courteous.  

V Non 4-H members may join in, but at their own 

risk.  

V Parade information, dates/times, line-up info, 

etc., will be distributed based on when we re-
ceived the information; sometimes, line-up info 
comes to us with little lead time. If in doubt, call 
the Extension Center at 665-9866 or contact 
your club leader.
