CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS 
 

ARTICLE I: 

This organization shall be known as the Bates County 4-H Council. 

ARTICLE II: 

The purpose of this council shall be to guide, promote, and improve the County 4-H program through the     

following methods: 

 Plan, coordinate, and manage county events and activities. 

 Approve the 4-H curriculum, which meets developmental needs. 

 Establish communication between Extension staff and 4-H units. 

 Promote 4-H leadership development efforts. 

 Give opportunity for 4-H leader training. 

 Assume responsibility for financial support of 4-H programs. 

 Insure that 4-H programs are carried out in accordance with affirmative     

action guidelines. 

ARTICLE III: 

The officers of this council shall be as follows:  Adult President, Adult Vice-President, Junior President,    

Junior Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter, Song Leader, and others as needed. 

 

BY-LAWS OF THE COUNTY 4-H COUNCIL 

1.  In addition to the elected officers, the County Council membership shall consist of one (1) adult representative 

and two (2) member representatives selected from each Club.  Only those representatives shall vote at County 

Council meetings.  The adult representative may be a Club Leader or any other adult selected by the Club to 

represent the Club on the Council.  County Council officers may not vote unless they are serving as selected 

voting representatives from their Club.  In case of a tie, the Adult President can vote. 

2.  Each 4-H Club Secretary shall report the names of the 4-H County Council voting representatives to the 4-H 

County Council Secretary BEFORE January 1 of each year. 

3.  Council representatives unable to attend a Council meeting may appoint a substitute representative for voting 

purposes. 

4.  The Junior President shall preside at all council meetings.  In absence of the Junior President, the Junior Vice-

President shall preside. The adult President and/or adult Vice-President will supervise both positions. 

5.  The duties of the Secretary shall be: 

 To keep the minutes of each meeting and read the same at the next business meeting, and make a copy 

of the minutes to be left in the Extension Center for reference. 

 Keep all records of the Council in a book provided. 

 Call the roll at each meeting of the Council. 

 Prepare the items of correspondence that are appropriate. 

6.  The duties of the Treasurer shall be: 

 To keep an accurate record of money that may be the property of the 4-H Council. 

 To give a financial report at each Council meeting. 

 To pay bills as approved by Council or Executive Committee. 



 To invest funds as directed by the Council. 

 To close the books at the end of each year for an audit. 

 To serve on the Finance Committee. 

7.  The duties of the Reporter shall be to write newspaper accounts of each Council meeting and submit same to 

County newspapers, radio stations and Extension Office. 

8.  The Council shall hold meetings on the second Monday night of January, April, June, and September. 

9.  County Council officers shall serve no more than two (2) consecutive years in the same office. 

  10. The Nominating Committee and a member of the County Extension Staff shall be appointed at the June meet   

          ing to report at the September meeting. 

  11.  The election of officers shall be held at the regular September meeting, and be  installed at this time. If more   

          than one (1) nomination is made for any office, they shall be voted on.  Each club has three votes…one (1)  

          adult and two (2) members. 

   12.   In order to be elected to a County Council office, a member must be present at the Council meeting on the 

night that the election is to be held. 

   13.  The Executive Committee shall consist of Bates County Council President, Vice-President, Junior President, 

Club Leaders or Assistant Leaders, with one (1) vote per club. Their duties shall be: 

 To be responsible for food stand at the Bates County Fair 

 To take care of business between regular meetings 

 To rule on interpretation of policies 

 To have one representative of the Executive Committee attend the monthly Fair Board meetings 

 To approve the budget for the County Council 

     14.  The Program Committee with the Vice-President as Chairman and Junior Vice-President as Co-Chairman shall  

             be responsible for obtaining programs for all  County Council meetings. 

     15. Three shall constitute a quorum of the Executive Committee and representatives of one-fourth of the clubs shall  

            constitute a quorum of the Council. 

     16. Standing committees other than the Executive Committee shall be appointed annually by the President and  

           shall consist of a Program Committee, a Finance Committee, and other such committees as may be authorized   

           by the Council. 

      17.  Any officer failing to attend two consecutive meetings shall be automatically removed from office and the of 

            fice shall be filled by the Executive Committee. 

18. The Extension Agents and/or the Executive Committee have the privilege of inviting special guests to any 

council meeting. 

19. This constitution may be amended or added to by a majority vote of those present at a regular meeting, pro-

vided the amendment or addition has been presented at a previous Executive Council meeting. 

20. This constitution and by-laws shall become effective upon approval by the council. 

21. This constitution shall be read at the September meeting each year. 



AWARDS 
 

The award, no matter how nice, should not be the goal of a 4-Hôer. Personal development is the real goal 

with continuous benefits and personal satisfaction the real regard.  However, it is nice to receive a pat on 

the back and a word of encouragement along the way.  4-H has an awards program to do just that and only 

that. 

 

COMPLETION PIN:  Given to a member to indicate that one more very important step has been taken up the 
ladder toward personal development by meeting the minimum requirements of one project.    Members receive 

pins during their odd years of enrollment and leaders receive pins for their 1st, 5th, 10th, etc. year of enrollment. 

 

PROJECT MEDAL AWARDS: The member may earn a maximum of 3 medals for work in specific project 

areas.  Members must complete a Bates County 4-H Project Medal Award form to apply for these awards and 

submit the form by September 15.  Section A (the section containing memberôs biographical information) 

and Section D (the 4-H memberôs story) must be handwritten.  All other sections can be typed or word proc-

essed.  Once a specific project medal has been earned, the member cannot re-apply for that project medal.  

Please note:  there is an updated form that must be completed for this award. 
 

JUNIOR LEADER PIN: Given to a Junior Leader (14 years old and older) after successfully completing 
their first planned program of leadership. Junior Leaders must submit their plan for review by January 1, and 
then resubmit their plan by September l, indicating their accomplishments in order to receive credit.   

 

TEEN LEADER PIN: Given to a Teen Leader (16 years old and older) after successfully completing their 
first planned program of leadership. Teen Leaders must submit their plans for review by January l and then 

resubmit the plans by September l, indicating their accomplishments to receive credit and pins.  

 

4-H JACKET: Given to the top 5 junior 4-H members (11-13 years of age) selected from    applications. Ap-

plications are due on or before September 15. (Must be enrolled in 4-H for at least 3 years and have accumu-

lated 300 points.) 

 

DANFORTH “I DARE YOU” AWARD: A challenging book given to an outstanding boy and girl 4-H’er in 
the county. Candidates are nominated by their Clubs or Club Leaders. Applications are due September 15.  

Nominees must be 15 years of age. 
 

KEY AWARD: Limited to members 14-18 years of age as of Jan.1 of the current 4-H year.  Must have been a 

4-H member for at least one year and must have worked with an adult mentor.  4-H members must select a 

mentor and complete criteria in FOUR developmental areas prior to being eligible for the 4-H Key Award.  

The mentor will receive a medal recognizing their role and help to the member.  For each of the following ar-

eas the member completes, they are eligible for a recognition medal. 

 

 Excellence in Project Work 

 Leadership 

 Community Service 

 Personal Development 

 

When all four areas are completed, the member is eligible for the 4-H Key Award.  It is expected that comple-

tion of all criteria will take two to several years.  Applications due: September 15. 



 
2.   Involve youth in planning and completing the activities 

3.  Keep records of youth and adult participation in the community service activities by   

     completing the “Youth  Service Contributions to Their Community” log. 

4.   Submit the “Youth Service” log to the Extension Office by September 1. 

 

Recognition Levels: 

 Purple Seal-do at least 3 community service projects involving 95% of your members. 

 Gold Seal-do at least 3 community service projects involving 75% of your members. 

 Silver Seal-do at least 3 community service projects involving 50% of your members. 

 Green Seal-do at least 3 community service projects involving 25% of your members. 

Clubs who meet the requirements will receive a certificate and seal. In subsequent years, the club will receive seals to 

add to the certificate. 

 

MFA SADDLE AWARD: Sponsored by the State of Missouri MFA Agri­Services Feed Division. Applicants must 

be 14 years old or older, a 4-H member for at least one year, and willing to enhance local, multi-county, and/or re-

gional 4-H program efforts. Application for this award is made via the Missouri 4-H MFA Saddle Application Form 

(available from your local Extension Office. County application deadline is December 28.  State application deadline 

is January 1 and must be submitted to Ben Gallup,   State 4-H Office, 812 Clark Hall, Columbia, MO  65211. 

 

STATE 4-H EXCELLENCE RECOGNITION AWARDS: Youth ages 8-13 will be recognized for their out-

standing achievement, leadership, and skill enhancement.  Five youth (ages 8-10) from the West Central region will 

be recognized as State Excellence award winners and will receive a certificate and medal of achievement.  Three 

youth ages (11-13) from the West Central region will also be recognized as State Excellence award winners and will 

receive a scholarship to attend State 4-H Teen Conference. Youth must complete the Missouri Report Form specific 

to their age group.  Each county will submit the forms to a regional selection committee and that committee  

OUTSTANDING SECRETARY AWARD: Application deadline is September 15.  Plaques are awarded to the top 

three secretaries in the county. 

 

OUTSTANDING TREASURER’S AWARD: Application deadline is September 15. Plaques are awarded to the 

top three treasurers in the county. 

 

OUTSTANDING 4-H MEMBER AWARD: Must be 14 years old or older and applicants may win only once. 

One male and one female are selected and each receives a $50.00 savings bond and plaque. Applications are due 

September 15th. 

 

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE SWEEPSTAKES: This is a Club Award given to the club that has the highest 

participation from its members during the Bates County Fair. Contact the Extension Office for the application.    

Applications are due September 15. 

 

MISSOURI 4-H OUTSTANDING COMMUNITY SERVICE 

PARTICIPATION: To be eligible for recognition, 4-H clubs need to: 

1.   Plan and carry out at least three community service activities within the 4-H program year. Activities should 

deal with at least two different segments of the community. 



will forward five Missouri Report forms (Level 1 Y2000 for ages 8-10) and three Missouri Report forms 

(Level 2 Y2100 for ages 11-13) to the State 4-H Office for consideration.  Each of the twelve Extension re-

gions in the state will submit forms for selection.  Forms must be submitted to the Bates County Extension Of-

fice by September 15. 

 

SCHOLARSHIPS: Check with your local Extension Office about available scholarships. State and National 

scholarships are due April 1.  Apply early in the Senior year. 
 

JEFFREY LAUGHLIN MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP: 

This scholarship is awarded to an actively involved 4-H member in good standing to further his/her education. 

The recipient must be currently enrolled in the 12th grade. Application deadline is September 15 th.   Contact 

the Extension Office. Recipients are not eligible for BATES COUNTY 4-H SCHOLARSHIP. 

 

BATES COUNTY 4-H SCHOLARSHIP: This scholarship is awarded to an actively involved 4-H member 

in good standing to further his/her education. The recipient must be currently enrolled in the 12th grade. Appli-

cation deadline is September 15.  Contact the Extension Office. Recipients are not eligible for JEFFREY 

LAUGHLIN MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP. 

 

C.O. AND KATY BALENTINE SCHOLARSHIP/INTERNSHIP: Two $2500 scholarships/internships 

will be awarded to Bates County 4-H members by the Missouri 4-H Foundation. The scholarships must be ap-

plied toward a course of study at any accredited two-year or four-year college or university in Missouri.  High 

school seniors and/or college freshmen who are current or former 4-H members may apply.  The scholarship/

internship requires a minimum of 100 hours of service to the local 4-H program. The internship will be con-

centrated over a 3-4 week period under the direction of the local 4-H Youth Specialist.  The internship must be 

served the summer prior to receiving the scholarship money in the fall. Recipients will be selected by the Mis-

souri  4-H Foundation Scholarship Committee, not at the local level.  Scholarship recipients will be announced 

in the spring.  Application deadline is April 1 of current 4-H year.  The application can be found on-line at 

http://4h.missouri.edu/foundation/ (click on “Recognition and Scholarships”) or by contacting your local Uni-

versity of Missouri Extension Office.   

 

BATES COUNTY CATTLEMEN’S SCHOLARSHIP:  The Bates County Cattlemen’s Association will 

award two $750 scholarships to one deserving boy and one deserving girl involved in a beef enterprise or pro-

ject.   The award decision will be made by the Cattlemen’s Association and presented at the Junior Livestock 

Sale at the Bates County Fair. Contact the Extension Office for rules and application.  Application deadline is 

May 1. 

 

BATES COUNTY CATTLEWOMEN’S SIRLOIN AWARD: The Bates County Cattlewomen’s Associa-

tion will award a $250 scholarship to an outstanding Bates County 4-H or FFA member involved in a beef en-

terprise or project.  Contact the Extension Office for rules and application.  Application deadline is November 

15.  The award decision will be made by the Cattlewomen’s Association and presented at their association’s 

annual meeting in January.

MEMBER/LEADER IN GOOD STANDING 
 

Participation in county 4-H events, state 4-H events, recognition and scholarship 

awards is  limited to a member/leader who is in “good standing” within their local 

club.

5.  Attendance at a majority of project meetings prior to the event

COMPLETION REQUIREMENTS 

TO RECEIVE CREDIT TOWARD A YEAR’S MEMBERSHIP 

IN 4-H 

 

The Member Must: 

1.  Attend a majority of club meetings between September 1 and  

     August 31 of the current 4-H year. 

2.  Complete at least one project and submit a project record to his/her  

      leader by September 1. (The project leader must initial such  

     completion on the Club Secretary Book.) 

           3.  Attend a majority of the project meetings held. 
 

The Project Leader Must: 

Hold a sufficient number of project meetings to cover all educational mate-

rials in the project and help the member complete the project requirements 

as he/she has set forth in the Project Record Report. The project leader de-

termines what amount of time is necessary and sufficient. A minimum of 

six hours of instruction is highly recommended.

TRIPS, CONFERENCES, AND EVENTS

COUNTY LEVEL EVENTS 

 

DEMONSTRATION DAY (JUNE): Activities include general demonstrations, working demonstrations, and 

public speaking.  In all activities, members receive a blue, red, or white ribbon. 
  

 A demonstration enables 4-H'ers to "show" what he/she has learned  

about a project.  A specific number of winners in various project 

 areas are eligible to participate at the Ozark Empire Fair and 

 Missouri State Fair. 

 

 Public Speaking top two winners in the Junior and Senior divisions are   

eligible to compete in the State Public Speaking Contest in September.  
 

FASHION REVUE (WORKSHOP & SHOW) (June):  Clothing project members participate in the "revue".  

They are judged on their "total" outfit, either sewn or purchased.  A workshop is presented during the judging.  

Winners are chosen in the 14 and Over category and 13 and Under category in "Clothes You Make" and 

"Clothes You Buy."  The top winner in each category is eligible to compete in the State Fashion Revue. 

 

4-H SUNDAY (OCTOBER):  One Sunday is set aside each year to call attention to and emphasize the spiri-

tual "H" (heart) of 4-H.  The local club decides how they want to observe 4-H Sunday.  Some clubs attend 

church together, have a part in the church service, hold a 4-H family picnic, or conduct some other activity.     

4-H Sunday is the first Sunday in October and is the start of National 4-H Week. 

 

4-H WEEK (First full week in October):  A week is set aside each year to recognize and promote 4-H across 

the country.  Clubs are highly encouraged to have window displays, booths, or some special promotion of 4-H 

in their community and school. 

 

LEADERS'/MEMBERS' RECOGNITION CELEBRATION (first Sunday in November):  This com-

bined event is held each year to recognize the adult volunteer leaders for their time and dedication to 4-H and 

to recognize members for their achievements and for completing the year.  All families are invited to attend. 

 

STATE LEVEL EVENTS 

 

For State level events, any number of members may attend unless delegate numbers are limited by the event 

host; however, the Council will only reimburse for one-half the cost for the maximum number of delegates 

listed in the description of the event.  In other words, if an event is listed with a maximum of five delegates, 

the Council would reimburse the top five attendees based on points from the award score sheet; however, 

anyone else wanting to attend would be responsible for their own fees.  Priority will be given to first time 

attendees.  All reimbursements will be paid only after the member has attended the event and has submitted 

an event report form to the Extension Office by the appropriate deadline. 



STATE TEEN CONFERENCE (JANUARY/FEBRUARY): This conference is held in Columbia for 12-13 

year olds to help them develop skills in leadership, peer relationships, and self-esteem.  Scholarships of one-

half the cost for each delegate for a maximum of five delegates are available based on award score sheets; 

however, there is no limit as to the number of delegates that may attend. Delegates may attend twice.  Award 

score sheets are due  December 1.  (Transportation not provided.  Car pooling recommended.) 

 

KANSAS CITY GLOBAL CONFERENCE (MARCH):  A three-day career-oriented conference.  4-H'ers 

from several states in the Midwest meet to tour numerous businesses and industries in the Kansas City area 

and attend work-force preparedness conferences.  Scholarships of one-half the cost for each delegate for a 

maximum of four delegates are available based on award score sheets; however, there is no limit as to the 

number of delegates that may attend.  Delegates must be 15 years of age or older by January 1 of the current 4-

H year.  Delegates may attend twice.  Award score sheets are due September 15. (Transportation not provided.  

Car pooling recommended.) 

 

STATE 4-H CONGRESS (JUNE):  This is a major State event held on the University of Missouri campus in 

Columbia.  Delegates in attendance are official voting delegates to elect the State 4-H Council.  Delegates 

must be 14 years old or older as of January 1 of the current 4-H year.  Scholarships of   one-half the cost for 

each delegate for a maximum of four delegates are available based on award score sheets; however, there is no 

limit as to the number of delegates that may attend.  Delegates may attend more than once. Award score sheets 

and registrations are due in the Extension Office by April 1.  (Transportation not provided.  Car pooling rec-

ommended.) 

 

MISSOURI 4-H YOUTH FORUM (JUNE or JULY):  This is a citizenship-oriented trip to Jefferson City, 

Missouri.  Delegates will see State government in action.  4-H'ers participate in the Legislative, Judicial, or 

Media Track to learn first hand how to write a bill, try a case, or create newspaper articles and TV or radio 

spots.  Delegates must have completed the 8th grade or be 14 years old by January 1 of the current 4-H year.  

Scholarships of one-half the cost for each delegate for a maximum of five delegates are available based on 

award score sheets; however, there is no limit as to the number of delegates that may attend.  Delegates may 

attend up to three times and must attend a different track each time.  Award score sheets and registration forms 

are due in the Extension Office by April 1. (Transportation not provided. Car pooling recommended.) 

 

CITIZENSHIP WASHINGTON FOCUS (JUNE/JULY):  Each year 4-H'ers attend this course at the Na-

tional 4-H Center in Washington, D.C.  Delegates are involved in citizenship/leadership workshops in addition 

to viewing the historic city.  Delegates must be 15 years of age or over as of January 1 of the current 4-H year 

and have been in 4-H at least three years.  Delegates are selected by the Awards Committee based on an award 

score sheet.  Award score sheets are due in the Extension Office by September 15.  Delegates may attend only 

once and must attend in the 4-H year in which they are selected.  (Partial scholarships for each delegate are 

available.) 

 

OZARK EMPIRE FAIR (JULY/AUGUST):  4-H'ers who receive green District ribbons at the Bates County 

Youth Fair Evaluation Day may exhibit projects in the 4-H division at the Ozark Empire Fair in Springfield.  4

-H'ers may also present their demonstrations/illustrated talks or working demonstrations. 

 

MISSOURI STATE FAIR (AUGUST):  4-H'ers who receive purple State ribbons at the Bates County Youth 

Fair Evaluation Day may exhibit projects in the 4-H division at the Missouri State Fair in Sedalia. 4-H'ers may 

also present their demonstrations/illustrated talks or working demonstrations.
