moving and materials.  The points given below are for the average projects of the kind listed.  The range of 50% when
a project is unusual in size or difficulty appears as necessary in order to keep the points in balance.

7. Plaques are given for the most outstanding metal exhibit and most outstanding wood exhibit.
8. Exhibits must be checked-in on Wednesday, July 8th, 2009.
9. If you are in first year welding, put a (1) in front of class #, second year welding put a (2) in front of class #.  If

third year or more, put a (3) in front of the class #.

Rules For Non-Livestock Exhibits
Entries check in from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. on Wednesday, July 8th.  All 4-H Building items must be registered at check-in and an
exhibit tag must be applied to the item.  Pre-registration is recommended.

4-H members may display only in projects in which they are enrolled in the current 4-H year.  Items showcased must be made
in the current year and must be the work of the 4-H member submitting the item.  Use the 4-H project literature and the “clover”
for ideas and criteria.

Items are displayed at the risk of the individual 4-H member.  The fair board and 4-H staff are not responsible for loss or
damage.  The building will be open for long periods of time.  It will be locked when a superintendent or their representative
cannot be present to monitor the building.

Any individual may enter as many as four different exhibits per project.  (Cannot enter two identical exhibits.)

Where the item list states, “any item made”, the 4-H member may display any item made in that project.  This includes
notebooks, file cards, photo displays, posters, or educational displays.  Regardless of projects, the following dimensions must
be used.  Items which do not comply with size or other specifications, will not receive a premium or ribbon.

Poster  - No larger than 14x22”; flat only, do not fasten three-dimensional items to the poster.

Photo Display -
•  All photos should be mounted on an 11x14” white or off-white mat board, not to exceed 1/8” in thickness.  Cardboard,
corrugated board, poster board or foam core board is not acceptable mounting materials.
•  Photos can be mounted either horizontally or vertically with no writing or labels on the mat board.
•  Margins are at the discretion of the photographer.
•  A permanent mount must be made using photographic adhesives or approved corner mounts.
•  No photos using glass and/or wooden, brass, plastic frames, etc.
•  Photos can be matted with a single window colored mat if appropriate.  No double mats accepted.
•  To protect exhibits from dust and moisture, photos should be placed in a two-gallon zip-lock-style bag.
•  Photos not meeting these guidelines in 2007 will be not displayed, receive premiums or ribbons.
•  A story of no more than four photos can be mounted on the 11x14” board.  No writing, captions or titles can be used.  Let the
pictures tell the story.

Educational Display  -
Must not exceed 11 inches in height, 12 inches in depth (front to back) and 14 inches in width.  Must include three-dimensional
items and stand-alone.  (Posters with items taped to them do not qualify as an educational display.)

Entomology or Geology Display Boxes -
Box must be exactly 18” long x 24” width and 3½” deep.  Plexiglass or plastic covered are preferred.  No handles or knobs.

Working Models  -
These exhibits should show how things actually work.  (Cutaway - Sections of motors or computers) or can be used to help
people identify parts such as parts of a motor or computer.  Many times these exhibits are considered “hands-on” and can be
handled by visitors.  Working models should require floor space no longer than 14x22”.

Decorated Cakes  -
The use of forms or pans is recommended.  Cakes should not exceed 13” in height or at the base.  Cake boards should not
exceed 1” margin on each side of cake pan or form.  Must use only Royal icing, rolled fondant, or commercial product (e.e.
DAPP) that will harden and preserve the decorated cake.  (No real cakes, butter creme icing or tube/gel icing - displays
containing these items will be considered ineligible and will be rejected.
