PROJECT LEADER TIPS 

4-H Demonstrations 
In 4-H there are several parts to a demonstration.  Tips for prepar-
ing for each part follows. 
 
Develop the Demonstration Outline 

1. Develop steps by actually going through the demonstra-
tion and writing down each step.  Define the key points to 
emphasize and write them down. 

2. Build in the explanations.  For each step, tell what is being 
done, how it is being done and why. 

3. Show the results.  If you cannot complete a whole job in 
the short time, prepare a sample ahead of time.  For ex-
ample, have some cookies baked or a finished bootjack.  
Invite the audience to look over or sample the finished 
product.   

4. Tell where you got the information. 
 
Summary 

¶ Review the main points. 

¶ Clear the work area except for the finished product. 

¶ Display the product attractively. 

¶ Offer it to the audience for close inspection. 
 
Questions 
Ask, ñAre there any questions?ò  When a question is asked, repeat 
it.  You may say, ñJohn asked éò  Or just repeat the question.  
Then, answer if possible.  If you donôt know the answer, say so or 
tell the audience you will try to get the information for them or refer 
them to sources of information. 
 
When the questions are answered, add a courteous ending.  Say 
something like, ñThis ends my demonstration.  I hope you will find 
this information useful.ò  Use your own words to say how you feel. 
 
Introduction and Title 
Plan the introduction and the title last.  The introduction gives the 
reason for this practice or method.  Include the subject in the intro-
duction and give reasons for presenting the demonstration.  This is 
a chance to sell the topic to the audience.  Making the introduction 
interesting and catchy helps the audience listen attentively to the 
rest of the demonstration. 
 
The title should identify the subject and add a ñhookò to create inter-
est and curiosity about the subject.

4-H Entrepreneurship Corner  
LEGAL FORMATION 
Missouri law allows businesses to operate under four forms of organization:  sole 
proprietorship, Limited Liability Company, partnership, and corporation.  
Each structure has its own advantages and disadvantages, and there are varia-
tions within these forms.  Selecting the best legal structure considers the following 
factors:  1) the ease to form and maintain; 2) liability protection; and 3) taxation.  In 
choosing a legal structure, consult with both a qualified accountant and attorney 
who are familiar with your resources and objectives.  If circumstances and condi-
tions change, it is possible to change to a different legal structure after the busi-
ness is established, though this will require additional expense and time to accom-
plish.  Note:  Check with the Secretary of Stateôs office at (573) 751-3317 to de-
termine if the business name you have selected is available. 

 
The Four Types of Business Structures 
SOLE PROPRIETORSHIP 
This is a business owned by a single individual or jointly owned by a married 
couple.  The primary advantage of a sole proprietorship is the ease to form it.  In 
addition, the owner is free to operate as she or he chooses without the input of 
partners, directors, or shareholders.  The primary disadvantage of a sole proprie-
torship is the ownerôs personal responsibility for all obligations, debts and other 
liabilities the business may incur.  While insurance is available for protection from 
some of these liabilities, large judgments may not be covered by insurance.  
Growth of a sole proprietorship will usually result in a change from this structure.
