Disaster victims often feel frustrated trying to search through
federal programs to find aid or assistance. To help ease this
frustration, FEMA has introduced a new user-friendly website

called Disasterassistance.gov.

This website centralizes the application process for federal

disaster assistance. It will also act as a clearinghouse for in-
formation on federal, state and local programs that offer as-

sistance.

According to FEMA information, the website will contain in-

formation from 16 federal agencies that collectively sponsor

more than 50 forms of disaster assistance.

During these first few months of operation, the site will include

only limited forms of federal assistance. However, keep

searching the website because over the coming months the
website will add federal assistance programs at the state, lo-

cal, tribal and public non-profit organizations.

If you have been a victim of a disaster, log onto
www.disasterassistance.gov to see if you qualify for assis-
tance today.

Sixty scholarships are available, each rang-
ing from $500 to $2,500. One scholarship application permits
the applicant to be considered for any available scholarship,
subject to conditions specified by the donor. Applications
are accepted after January 1 and are due by March 25 to
the Benton County Extension Office. Missouri 4-H also
offers opportunities to 4-H alumni to earn up to $4,725 for
college and/or payback of student loans through Ameri-
Corps*VISTA.

Have you even shown someone how to take a picture,
groom a horse, peel a carrot or weed a garden? If so,
youbve given a demonstrati ol
showing and telling how to do something. It is words in
action.

Demonstrations arendot diffi.
something by using action words such as cut, fold, stir, mix
or saw. For example, say, |
you actually fold the paper. Explain why you are doing the
step. Review the steps and answer questions about the
steps.

As a project leader, you can encourage members to give
demonstrations at project meetings to introduce a new skill
or as review. As members become more experienced,
they might want to give demonstrations to a wider au-
dience.

Giving demonstrations helps others learn how to do some-
thing useful, perhaps in an easier or more practical way.
Demonstrating is one of the best methods of teaching oth-
ers, involving both visual and verbal presentations. Dem-
onstrations help 4-H members develop self-confidence,
express their ideas clearly, spontaneously respond to
guestions, and acquire subject matter knowledge.
