About 30 people attended
the tour of wetlands and
rain gardens cost-shared
by the Hinkson Creek
Watershed Restoration
Project. The Hinkson Pro-
ject has cost-shared 30
rain gardens at residential
sites, as well as 3 bigger
projects, two of which we
toured last Tuesday.

At West Blvd. Elementary
School, we saw a wetland
that had water lilies, water
canna irises, and soft
rush. The area serves as
an "outdoor classroom"
for the kids at the school.
The Forest Service has
helped create bird habitat.
Various shrub species
have been planted around
bird feeders to create
feeding stations. A rain
garden on the southwest

side of the school is func-
tional, but has a lot of de-
ferred maintenance. The
school has purchased a
garden shed, gardening
tools, and raw materials
for raised beds but needs
help with planning and
maintenance. The teacher
most involved, Becky
Elder, has taken classes
out to the wetland and the
small veggie garden.

Nearly all the landscaping
is native plants. Brad
Wright, from Peckham &
Wright Architects, talked
about the energy efficient
design of the building and
landscaping, as well as
the green-friendly designs
he has used for other
buildings in town. We
toured the grounds with
Brad and MG Lea Lang-
don who works with other
volunteers to maintain the
native species.

The message of the tour
was that since so much of
the watershed has been
paved & developed, any-
thing we can do to slow
storm water runoff before
is hits the creeks will help
water quality and prevent
creek erosion.
