The following list of tips are to help you enhance 

your 4-H Awards application. 

 

Overall tips: 

Make sure you have the most current application 

form. 

Check to make sure you have all the required 

signatures. 

Follow the directions of the application. 

Review the application and examples of applications 

on the Missouri 4-H website. 

It is not intended to focus on the total accumulation 

of all the years of 4-H. Individuals are to 

emphasize the past years experience with specific 

reference to only three (3) years.  

Use a professional folder, be neat, check grammar 

and spelling and write active sentences.  Ask your 

English teacher to proof for you. 

Always emphasize what you have learned from each 

experience, and how you can and are applying the 

things you have learned. 

The leadership, citizenship and community service, 

and the resume can include experiences in 4-H, 

school, church and community. But remember 

that this is a 4-H application so make sure you 

include 4-H experiences as well. 

Throughout the application make sure you capture 

your experiences emphasizing what you have 

learned in these areas and goals you have 

accomplished. Using real stories is a plus. 

Throughout the application provide examples on how 

the skills, knowledge and lessons learned are 

being applied in other areas.

The 4-H Clover will provide you general 

information about 4-H and the project you are 

leading. 

 

ᾜ 4-H Project Record, Y620 
Finally the 4-H Project Record will enable you to 
help members determine their personal goals for 
the project and may be used in your club and
