“For 2009, the categories for the state contest
will remain the same as in 2008. They are Pre-
pared, Extemporaneous, PSA, Interpretation and
Technology-Assisted. In 2009, all categories
will be available to both juniors (ages 8-13) and
seniors (ages 14-19). Counties may send up to
one junior competitor and one senior competitor
per category, except for the Interpretation cate-
gory. For Interpretation, counties may send one
junior and one senior for each of the sub-
categories within Interpretation: Dramatic, Pan-
tomime and Humorous. Youth will be allowed
to compete in up to two categories.”

As a result of this change, each county program
has the capacity to send 14 youth to compete in
the State 4-H Public Speaking Contest this fall.

Volun-
teers can ask their extension staff person about
the WHEP resources available to staff on the
MU Extension share drive which can be copied
to a CD for you. Resources include the national
manual, special study/practice guides, and sev-
eral Power Point Presentations that can be used
to prepare. Youth may compete as individuals
or as teams of 3 or 4. Contest rules, individual
registration forms, county registration form and
other information are available on the Missouri
4-H website at http://4h.missouri.edu/go/
projects/wildlife/whep.htm.

SCHOLARSHIPS

The Missouri 4-H Foundation offers
educational scholarships for 4-H youth
and former 4-H members pursuing
post-secondary study.

Sixty scholarships are available, each
ranging from $500 to $2,500. One
scholarship application permits the ap-
plicant to be considered for any avail-
able scholarship, subject to conditions
specified by the donor.

Applications are accepted after
January 1 and are due by April 1 to
the state office. The county due
date for applications may be earlier
than the April 1 state deadline. After
county approval and signature, your
application will be mailed to the state
4-H office by the county.
