DUE MAY 1  
 

Enrollment forms for 4-H horseman-
ship members must be signed by both 

the project and club leader and turned 
into the county extension office by 

May 1.  This form has been “tweaked” 

and has some clarifications and revi-
sions this year but the intent of the 

form has not changed.  The older ver-
sions of this form will be valid for 

members to use, but the latest revi-
sion has extra sheets to allow mem-

bers to list more than one horse, a 
coggins clarification stating that mem-

bers do not have to turn in a coggins 
number on May 1, and a sentence that 

acknowledges in some counties mem-
bers may be required to update the 

form after the May 1 deadline.  Forms
