Don't Forget Plants When Making Vacation 
Plans  
Amid the excitement of planning for and taking a summer vacation, many 

people neglect to have someone look after their indoor and outdoor plants 

during their absence.  

ñIf you are going to be away from home for more than a week, you may return 

to find substantial damage has occurred to plants left unattended. The ideal solution is to ask a friend who is 

knowledgeable about plants to check on your plants regularly and water them when necessary,ò said Patrick 

Byers, horticulture specialist, University of Missouri Extension. 

Before you leave, Byers recommends moving indoor plants away from sunny, bright windows, so they will 

use water less rapidly. 

ñThis doesn't mean putting them in a dark room. They still need bright, indirect light to stay healthy while 

you're gone,ò said Byers. ñThen right before leaving on your trip, thoroughly water all of your indoor plants. 

Even allow some water to stand in the saucers beneath the plants' containers, something you normally would 

not do.ò 

These changes should enable indoor plants to survive during your absence. However, plants in containers 

outside need to be watered almost every day. 

ñPlace all of your outdoor container plants, including any hanging baskets, in a shady location near the 

northern side of a building or under the protective cover of a large shade tree or covered patio. Group plants 

fairly close together since this, along with the shady location, will help slow water loss,ò Byers said. 

If a person can't find someone to water for them, inexpensive water timers, used in conjunction with 

sprinklers, can work well, especially if the plants are together in a water grouping. 

MULCH AFTER PLANTINGð All beds should be mulched.  Wood or bark 

mulch is acceptable, but consider compost instead.  The dark rich material not 

only makes a great soil amendment, itôs an excellent mulch as well, enriching 

soil from the top down as it holds moisture and stops weeds.  You can buy this 

earth-friendly material by the bag at garden centers.  Composting your own 

garden waste provides another source of compostðand itôs free.

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Tedõs Tips: 
Key to Mole Control is Finding Active 

Run, Not Killing Grubs 

 

 

 

Two moles per acre is considered an infestation and ridding a home lawn of moles can seem like a never-winning battle.   

But the odds of success are increased when the right scouting techniques are used according to Ted Fry,  agronomy 

specialist at the University of Missouri Extension . 

òNo matter what the control method -- granular or gel baits, repellants, or traps -- scouting techniques are the key,ó said 

Ted.   

Moles will feed on earthworms and grubs every two hours, 24 hours a day. Once a mole has eaten the food supply 

throughout a run, the mole will stop using that run and start a new one.   

òMole traps and baits must be placed in the active runs to be most effective. That makes good scouting essential,ó said 

Ted. 

To find active mole runs, Ted recommends poking a hole through the top of the run. Mark the location with a flag a few 

inches to the side of the run or by using a landmark that is memorable. 

òIn about 2 hours, check the run and if the hole is repaired or plugged back up, the run is active and will be a good 

location for baits and traps,ó said Ted. 

Moles can smell human scents on some types of bait. Using gloves while handling mole baits can help increase product 

success and reduce possible chemical exposure to the applicator. 

Mole baits are pesticides and can be harmful if not properly used as directed by the label. 

òGrub worm pesticides are used to kill grub worms and, unfortunately, can kill up to 70 percent of earthworms as well.  

Grub worm pesticides should only be used to kill grub worm infestations, not to control moles by reducing their food 

supply,ó said Ted.
