Itôs Fall, What Do 

Gardeners Do Now? 
(Source ñThe Kansas City Gardenerò) 

¶ Fall is Planting TimeðFall is a wonderful time 

to plant trees, shrubs, roses, grasses, vines, 

perennials, and bulbs.  Planting can continue 

until about the 21st of October or a bit later if 

the weather continues to be mild. 

¶ Fall is Clean Up Time ðAnnual beds and pots 

should be cleaned and emptied of plant material.  

Perennial gardens can be cleaned up by removal 

of spent foliage and old flower heads.  This is a 

great time to condition soil in gardens so it is 

ready for spring planting.   

¶ Add A Layer of Mulch After Soil Temperatures 

CoolsðIt is helpful to add mulch to the garden 

after in late November or early December.  A 

fresh two inches of mulch does several good 

things. 

1. Reduces moisture loss due to winter winds. 

2. Keeps plant roots cool on warm winter days, 

preventing them from starting spring growth 

too early. 

3. Prevents weed seed from settling into open 

soil. 

4. Helps to create an orderly, clean appearance 

in the garden. 

¶ Prepare New Bedsðamended soil can be topped 

with mulch and will be ready for spring 

planting, no matter how rainy the spring might 

be. 

¶ Plant BulbsðIf youôve prepared a new bed, tuck 

in spring bulbs now! 
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September Gardening Calendar

Ornamentals 
¶ Continue planting evergreens now. 

¶ Weeks 1-3: Cuttings of annuals can be taken now to provide vigorous plants for overwintering. 

¶ Weeks 1-3: Herbs such as parsley, rosemary, chives, thyme and marjoram can be dug from the garden and 

placed in pots now for growing indoors this winter. 

¶ Weeks 2-4: Except tulips, spring bulbs may be planted as soon as they are available. Tulips should be kept in a 

cool, dark place and planted in late October. 

¶ Weeks 2-3: Begin readying houseplants for winter indoors. Prune back rampant growth and protruding roots. 

Check for pests and treat if necessary. Houseplants should be brought indoors at least one month before the heat 

is normally turned on. 

¶ Weeks 3-4: Perennials, especially spring bloomers, can be divided now. Enrich the soil with peat moss or 

compost before replanting. 

¶ Weeks 3-4: Divide peonies now. Replant in a sunny site and avoid planting deeply. 

¶ Weeks 3-4: Lift gladiolus when their leaves yellow. Cure in an airy place until dry before husking. 

Lawns  
¶ Cool season lawns are best fertilized in fall. Make up to 3 applications between now and December. Do not 

exceed rates recommended by fertilizer manufacturer. 

¶ If soils become dry, established lawns should be watered thoroughly to a depth of 4-6 inches. 

¶ Begin fall seeding or sodding of cool season grasses. Seedbeds should be raked, dethatched or core-aerified, 

fertilized and seeded. Keep newly planted lawn areas moist, but not wet. 

¶ Weeks 3-4: Newly seeded lawns should not be cut until they are at least 2 or 3 inches tall. 

Vegetables  
¶ Weeks 1-2: Egyptian (top-setting) onions can be divided and replanted now. 

¶ Week 1-2: Sowing seeds of radish, lettuce, spinach and other greens in a cold frame will prolong fall harvests. 

¶ Weeks 2-4: Keep broccoli picked regularly to encourage additional production of side shoots.   

¶ Weeks 2-3: Pinch out the top of Brussels sprout plants to plump out the developing sprouts. 

¶ Week 2-3: Harvest herbs now to freeze or dry for winter use. 

Fruits  
¶ Week 1: Pick pears before they are fully mature. Store in a cool, dark basement to ripen. 

¶ Weeks 3-4: Bury or discard any spoiled fallen fruits. 

¶ Week 4: Paw paws ripen in the woods now. 

¶ Week 4: Check all along peach tree trunks to just below soil line for gummy masses caused by borers. Probe 

holes with thin wire to puncture borers. 

Miscellaneous 
¶ Autumn is a good time to add manure, compost or leaf mold to garden soils for increasing organic matter 

content.

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Primer on Recording Volunteer Service Hours Lake Area Master Gardeners Club (LAMG) 

Volunteer Service Hour Requirements Are: 

1. Trainee Master Gardeners must complete 24 hours of volunteer service their first year and an additional 6 educational hours.  

2. Active Master Gardeners must complete 20 volunteer hours and an additional 6 educational hours.   

Volunteer Service information is to be submitted annually to the local MU Extension Master Gardener Coordinator prior 

to November 30th.  Hours, including travel, must be counted in 15 minute increments.  To count 15 minutes, list time as .25; for 

30 minutes, list time as .50; for 45 minutes list time as .75 and for an hour list time as 1.0. 

Contacts-The total number served in all activities listed below but Not total number of members at meetings or fundraisers. 

 

¶ Administrative Examples: 

        Preparing for and/or attending LAMG meetings, including board, committee, and general membership meetings  

Assisting with program core courses 

Teaching a LAMG class 

Preparing and presenting an educational program at a LAMG Meeting 

¶ General Communications and Public Relation Examples: 

       Writing an article for the newsletter or newspaper General communications regarding LAMG activities 

¶ Consultation: 

       Providing consultation services regarding landscaping and plant care (no more than 25% of total volunteer service hours can       

be counted for this activity) 

¶ Fundraisers: 

       All LAMG activities related to the yearly Garden Tour Other fundraisers by LAMG 

¶ Beautification:  

       Planting and maintenance at approved LAMG projects 

       Planting and maintenance at churches or other non-profit organizations Planning/designing public garden landscaping projects

       Representing LAMG as a speaker at civic or local meetings  

¶ Fairs/Shows:  

       Preparing display materials for fairs, shows, etc.  Representing LAMG at fairs or shows

       Travel to and from work sites, conferences, field trips, etc. may be counted after the mandatory minimum requirements are 

met.  (30 hours for trainees, 26 hours for active master gardeners)

1. On the left bottom side of the site click on Reporting System. NEW 

2. You will have to register first.   

3. After registering, click on Report Hours. 

4. There is a drop bar by the Project Name.  Click on the appropriate project. 

5. For date of service be sure to put in two digits for month, two digits for date, and four digits for year. Ex: 

08/19/2009 

6. Write a brief description of the service. 

7. Enter the amount of time under service hours, education hours, or advanced training hours.  The program will add 

the hours up for you.  The total hours will be in the top left corner of the screen.

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Lawn and Garden Q & A with Ted Fry 
There is a common Ozarks observation that says this region is always two weeks away from drought 

during the summer time.  Soils in the Ozarks store 1.5 to 2.5 inches of water per foot of soil depth 

and lose about 0.25 inch per day through evaporation and plant use. Our shallow soils only absorb 

water at about 0.3 inch per hour in a rainstorm, so the rest is lost to runoff if it rains harder than that.  

That means it is important for gardeners and homeowners to understand some basics about landscape and garden 

irrigation. 

The following are some of the most common questions on this subject. 

Q:        What is a simple way to check if the soil needs water?   

A:        Push an 8 to 10 inch long screwdriver into the ground. If it goes in easily, soil moisture is adequate. Another 

sign is if footprints remain in grass after it is walked on. By the time you see plants wilting, it is past time to 

water. 

Q:        Lacking rainfall, how much water should be applied and when?  

 A:     Apply about one inch of water per week. Use a rain gauge or shallow straight-sided cans to measure the 

amount applied. Apply the water early in the morning to reduce evaporation and plant diseases. 

 

Q:        What are good ways to apply water slowly to trees and container plants?   

A:        Use a soaker hose and turn on the faucet until the water seeps from the hose wall or use empty milk jugs or 

5-gallon buckets with a tiny hole drilled in the bottom. A one-eighth inch hole will apply water at 5 gallons 

per hour and a 5/64ò hole will apply water at two gallons per hour.

Fall and Spring Are Both Good Times to Plant Mums 
Chrysanthemums (mums) are one of the most popular fall perennials for the garden according to Patrick 

Byers, horticulture specialist, University of Missouri Extension. 

ñThere are scores of different cultivars of garden chrysanthemums from which to choose. Each year new 

cultivars with improved growth habits, flower color and garden performance are added,ò said Byers. 

A relative newcomer has been the Belgium or European garden chrysanthemums. These cultivars are known 

for their spectacular size and display of color.  

ñAlthough individual flowers are smaller on these new varieties, they are borne in profusion making for quite a show in the 

garden,ò said Byers. 

Garden chrysanthemums are available in the spring as rooted cuttings established in small containers or during the fall as large, 

mature plants in or near full bloom.  

With most cultivars, spring planted mums should be pinched at regular intervals every three to four weeks to promote bush, 

compact growth and more flowers. With most cultivars, the last pinch should be made no later than mid-to late July.  

ñFall is the most popular time to plant because of the instant color. Planting soils should be well-drained and moderately fertile. 

Both spring and fall are suitable for planting mums,ò said Byers.
