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May Gardening Calendar  
Ornamentals 

Å Weeks 1-4: Apples, crabapples and hawthorns susceptible to rust disease should have protective fungicidal sprays applied 

beginning when these trees bloom. 

Å Weeks 1-4: Pinch azaleas and rhododendron blossoms as they fade. Double flowered azaleas need no pinching. 

Å Weeks 1-4: If spring rains have been sparse, begin irrigating, especially plants growing in full sun. 

Å Weeks 1-2: Donôt remove spring bulb foliage prematurely or next yearôs flower production will decline. 

Å Week 1: Begin planting gladiolus bulbs as the ground warms. Continue at 2 week intervals. 

Å Week 1: Continue monitoring pines, especially scotch and  mugo, for sawfly activity on the new shoots. 

Å Week 1: Plant hardy water lilies in tubs or garden pools. 

Å Week 2-3: Plant summer bulbs such as caladiums, dahlias, cannas, and elephant ears. 

Å Week 3-4: Trees with a history of borer problems should receive their first spray now. 

Lawns 

Å Weeks 1-4: Keep bluegrass cut at 1.5 to 2.5 inch height. Mow tall fescue at 2 to 3.5 inch height. 

Å Weeks 2-4: Mow zoysia lawns at 1.5 inch height. Remove n more than one-half inch at each mowing. 

Å Weeks 2-4: Apply post-emergence broadleaf weed controls now if needed 

Å Weeks 3-4: Zoysia lawns may be fertilized now. Apply no more than 1 pound of actual nitrogen per 1000 sq. ft. 

Å Week 4: Watch for sod webworms emerging now. 

Vegetables 

Å Week 1: Begin planting sweet corn as soon as white oak leaves are as big as squirrel ears. 

Å Week 1: Set out tomato plants as soils warm. Place support stakes alongside at planting time. 

Å Weeks 3-4: Set out peppers and eggplants after soils have warmed. Plant sweet potatoes now. 

Fruits 

Å Weeks 1-4: Mulch blueberries with pine needles or sawdust. 

Å Week 1: Donôt spray any fruits while in bloom. Refer to local Extension publications for fruit spray schedule. 

Å Miscellaneous 

Å Weeks 1-4: Birds eat many insect pests. Attract them to your garden by providing good nesting habitats. 

Å Weeks 2-4: herbs planted in average soils need no extra fertilizer. Too much may reduce flavor and pungency at harvest. 

Å Weeks 3-4: Take houseplants outdoors when nights will remain above 50 degrees. Most prefer only direct 

morning sun. 

Å Weeks 3-4: Sink houseplants up to their rims in soil or mulch to conserve moisture. Fertilize regularly .

Soil Testing for LawnsñSoil testing provides an estimate of the plant-available nutrients in the soil and is an essential 

tool for a sound fertilization program. Periodic soil testing will help to correct nutrient deficiencies, avoid excess fertilizer applications and maintain 
a healthy lawn.  A routine soil fertility test  is recommended under the following circumstances: 

¶ Before establishing a new lawn, whether from seed, sod, or sprigs. 

¶ Every three years on established lawns (late summer). 

¶ Annually when attempting to correct a nutrient deficiency or change the soil pH. 

¶ When fertilizers containing phosphate or potash have been used on a regular basis for a number of years. 

Soil samples can be submitted to your local MU Extension Center or directly to a University or private soil testing lab. Be sure to use a lab that has 

been accredited by Missouri Soil Testing Association (MSTA).   

¶ One box (1.5 to 2 cups) of soil is all the University lab needs for analyses.   

¶ Using a small shovel or soil probe, sample to a 3 inch depth on established lawns or, before seeding, to a 6 inch depth.  Take 12 or 

more random cores from each area of the lawn to be tested and remove the thatch and live plant material before breaking up the 

cores and mixing thoroughly in a dry plastic bucket. (Metal buckets contaminate the sample with micronutrients.)  

¶ Take random samples from the lawn as a whole unless there is a need to sample problem areas separately. 

¶ Let sample air dry for 24 hours before sending.

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¢ŜŘΩǎ ¢ƛǇǎτTree Transplanting  
Research on tree root growth after transplanting suggests that you do not have to dig a deep 
hole.  In most soils, 90 percent of the actively absorbing root tips are within 12 inches of the 
soil surface, so itôs important to create a soil environment surrounding a new tree in which 
roots can grow easily near the surface. 

Plant trees no deeper than they grew in the nursery into soil that has been loosened 8 to 12 inches deep 
over an area two to three times the diameter of the treeôs soil ball. 

Staking  transplanted trees is a good idea.  Soggy conditions after planning can allow wind to loosen and 
tear newly forming roots.  And,  they help, in addition to mulching, prevent damage by mowers.  Old panty 
hose, inner tubes or anything else soft and flexible make good ties for the stake and tree.  Inspect annually 
for two or three years and then you may be able to remove the stakes. 

Mulch should immediately be placed around the tree to a depth of about 3ò around trees.  The mulch should 

look like a ñdoughnutò and not a ñvolcano; where too much mulch is piled against the trunk.
