1. Market goats must have milk teeth in normal position and no evidence of permanent 
teeth showing at the time of weigh-in. 

2. Goats must be uniformly shorn 3/8” or less above the knees and hocks. 
3. Goats will be required to have horns tipped, no sharp points allowed. 
4. This class is for wether or doe kids, which can’t be shown in the breeding classes. 
5. Classes will be divided by weight, with a minimum of 35 pounds. 
6. There will be no weigh backs.
