
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

1. Dogs should be schooled in simple 
obedience such as walk at heel, sit on 
command, etc.  Dogs are to under 
control at all times. 

 

2. Classes may be changed or combined 
at the discretion of the Dog Show 
Superintendent. 

 

3. 4-H Members need to be dressed 
neatly, wearing the provided t-shirt. 

 

4. Classes will be judged according to 
the Danish system. 

 

5. All dogs need proof of vaccination 
and tags or health papers are 
required. 

 
6. Obedience classes will be judged 

according to AKC rules and score 
cards as follows: 

 
Pre-Novice: Heel on lead and figure “8”, 
40 points; Standing for examination on 
lead, 30 points; Recall on lead, 30 points; 
Long sit (1 minute) on lead, 30 points; 
Long down (3 minutes) on lead, 30 points.  
Maximum total score 160 points. 

 
Graduate Beginner: Heeling with figure 
“8” on lead, 40 points; Standing for 
examination off lead, 30 points; Recall off 
lead, 30 points; Long sit (1 minute) off 
lead, 30 points; Long down (3 minutes) 
off lead, 30 points.  Maximum total score 
160 points. 

 
Novice: Heel on lead and figure “8”, 40 
points; Standing for examination off lead, 
30 points; Heel of lead, 40 points; Recall 
off lead, 30 points; Long sit (1 minute) off 

lead, 30 points; Long down (3 minutes) 
off lead, 30 points.  Maximum total score 
200 points. 

 
Graduate Novice: Open heel free, 40 
points; Novice moving stand and 
examination, 30 points; Moving drop on 
recall, 30 points; Dumbbell recall, 40 
points; Recall over broad jump, 30 points; 
Open long down (3 minutes), 30 points.  
Maximum total score 200 points. 

 
Open (Off Lead): Heel free and figure “8”, 
40 points; Drop on recall, 30 points; 
Retrieve on flat, 20 points; Retrieve over 
high jump, 30 points; Broad jump, 20 
points; Long sit (3 minutes), 30 points; 
Long down (3 minutes), 30 points.  
Maximum total score 200 points. 

 
Utility (Off Lead): Signal exercise, 40 
points; Scent discrimination, Leather, 30 
points; Metal, 30 points; Directed 
retrieve, 30 points; Moving stand and 
examination, 30 points; Directed jumping, 
40 points. Maximum total score 200 
points. 

 

7. Rally will be judged according to 
AKC rules and score cards as 
follows. 

 Rally #1 (On Lead):  Dogs may show until 
they have an AKC Rally 1 title. Maximum 
total score: 200 points. 

 Rally #2 (Off Lead): Dogs may show until 
they have an AKC Rally 2 title.  Maximum 
total score: 200 points.
