1. Competition is open to 4-H horsemanship members and FFA 
members throughout Missouri. 

2. A fee if $2.00 per class will be charged plus a $1.00 per entrant 
nominating fee.(maximum of $21 per person) 

3. Participants must comply with Missouri 4-H Horse Show Rules. 
4. Participants may only enter each event one time.  For example, you 

may compete in the flags on one horse, not make two runs on 
different horses. 

5. English classes are restricted to English tack. 
6. Western classes are restricted to Western tack. 
7. Helmets must be properly worn in all mounted events. 
8. No running in or out of the gate in speed events. 
9. Riders may not be tied or secured to a saddle, including Velcro 

attachment and rubber-banding feet to the stirrups. 
10. Only identified project horses may be shown and only by the 

person listed on the project horse form. Horses must be managed by 
the member by May 1, 2009.  Horses not owned must have a proper 
4-H lease agreement. 

11. The general Christian County Fair Show Rules and Regulations 
apply to the Youth Horse Show when appropriate. 

12. Ribbons will be given to the first five places in each class; 
participant ribbons for remaining places.  

13. Equine are to be tested and negative for Equine Infectious 
Anemia by the Coggins test within 12 months prior to exhibition.  
PAPERS WILL BE CHECKED. 

14. Classes may be combined or split at the discretion of the Judge 
and/or steward. 

15. The age of participants is according to the 4-H age (as of Jan. 1,
