ON-LINE VOLUNTEER TRAINING

VOLUNTEERS are essential to the 4-H program.
Adults and teens can volunteer for a variety of jobs —
leading 4-H projects, being a 4-H Council member,
chairing a committee, organizing 4-H clubs, helping at
camps or fairs, or in many other ways.

For protection of 4-H members and volunteers,
all applicants are screened for child abuse, neglect and
criminal records prior to acceptance for a volunteer
position.

Effective January 1, 2009, it became mandatory
that all 4-H volunteers complete the Making the Best
Better: Volunteer Orientation. This is a one-time only
class. You do not have to do this every year, only once.
This training is available through an on-line course at
http://blackboard.missouri.edu. Select Login; the user
name is _kids and the password is volunteer. Select
“Yes” any time the security information box appears to
ask if you want to display non-secure items. Select the
link located on the left side of the screen “Online 4-H
Volunteer Orientation.” A welcome screen appears and
will guide you through the course. After completion of
the orientation, you will complete the feedback
form/quiz. You are not “official” until you have
completed the form/quiz. You must complete this
course to be a project leader, be covered by liability
insurance, and to work with 4-H members.

If you do not have access to the internet you can also
check out a CD Rom from the Extension Office to take
the VVolunteer Orientation. A written test is required if
you choose this option.

WHY DO WE SELL FAIR ADS?
WHAT ARE 4-H FAIR ADS?

4-H Fair Ad sales will begin right now and run
through February 15, 2010.

4-H Fair Ads are the advertisements that you see in
the 4-H Fair Book. Selling ads to your local business
owners helps get the community involved as well as
making them aware of 4-H in Clay County and the Fair.

The Fair Book has all the rules and requirements to
exhibit or show at the 4-H Fair. Advertisements in the
Fair Book help pay for the printing of the book, rental at
Earnest Shepherd Youth Center during the Fair, and all
those Blue Ribbons that you plan to win. After all these
bills are paid, we divide up the rest of the money and
give it back to 4-H members in the form of Premium
Point money.

Every 4-H member is asked to sell at least $60 worth
of Fair ads. You may need to sell more depending on the
trips and camps you want to attend.

Some helpful hints to successful salesmanship:

v Get booster cards from your club leader or the

office.

v" Go back to the same people you asked last year.

They usually will buy again.

v If you don’t want to sell to a business, ask your

relatives to support your 4-H effort.

v" Go in pairs, support of another 4-H member can

be helpful.

v Make it a club contest to see who can sell the

most ads, the most money, the largest ad, etc.
Club leaders - make this a challenge!

The shooting sports leaders have met and have a plan for a successful 2010 year. This year’s enrollment into the
4-H Shooting Sports will be limited in numbers.
10 members - Air Rifle, BB, pellet
10 members — 22 rifle
10 members - Shotgun
10 members — Archery
Spaces are limited according to the number of certified instructors and how many members they can safely work
with. Numbers are also limited due to temporary shooting sites until a more permanent site is found. Members can sign
up for a maximum of two shooting disciplines. Priority in filling each discipline will be give accordingly:

e Children of certified leaders
e  Number of years in 4-H shooting sports
e  Number of years in 4-H with a lottery drawing if necessary

The cost for Shooting Sports will be $20 per member for the whole year for members enrolled in these projects — air
rifle — BB & Pellet, 22 Rifle and Archery. This will cover the cost of supplies. Shotgun will be responsible for all of
their expenses and will not be asked to pay this fee. The approximate cost for shotgun is $15-25/session depending on
shooting location.

4-H members will be responsible to provide their own firearms and equipment. Clay County 4-H does have a few
air rifles that will be used at practice.

Safety training will be provided for new 4-H shooting sports members in January 2010. If parents are interested in
certification, please let the office. Partial reimbursement will be provided to leaders attending the workshop. @

Directions

1. Wash each apple. Cut the apples so that each
child has one slice of each variety. Assign
each variety a number.

2. Give each child a paper plate and pencil.
Children should number their plates like the
face of a clock.

3. Give each child a slice of each variety and
tell them to put the slice at the
corresponding number of on the plate.

4. Ask the children to taste each slice one at a
time. Help them describe the taste. Is it
sweet? Sour? Juicy? Dry? Soft? Crunchy?
Mushy? Crisp? How many like the taste?
How many dislike the taste?

5. Repeat the questions for each apple slice.

6. After all apples have been tasted, tally up
the likes and dislike to learn which apples
are preferred.
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
