Home backyard and gardens.

Grove Festival including grain bottles, decorative hats and bird feeders.  All gardeners 
are welcome to assist with the crafts and hand out pamphlets. 
 
She will send out a 
notice to the MGs upon their arrival.  The bulbs will be located at the Calaboose Garden 
and each bed head will be responsible for planting in the various beds before the snow 
flies.
