General Rules: 
-Open to all Juniors who are 21 years of age and under as of January 1, 2009. 
-All animals must be halter broke and controllable. We reserve the right to send any animal home that is not. 
-Heifers born between September 01, 2007 and December 31, 2008 are eligible. 
-The steer show is a preview show.  We reserve the right to mouth all steers. ALL STEERS must have their baby teeth. 
-The steers will be divided and shown by breed and weight, no re-weighs allowed. 
-All steers and heifers must have registration certificates present at check in. If the animal does not have registration pa-
pers, it will be enrolled in the crossbred class.  The animal must be registered in the junior’s name and exhibited only by 
the owner/exhibitor, except for double entry classes, etc.  FARM NAME WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED ON REGISTRATION 
PAPERS. 
-Animals must be free of infectious diseases. A veterinarian will be present, and animals deemed unhealthy will be di-
missed from the show. 
-Heifers will be shown youngest to oldest. 
-Showmanship classes will be held immediately following the steer show.  Cattle used for showmanship must have been 
shown in a class during the regular show. 
-Showmanship classes will be the following based on age on Jan. 1, 2009 
Junior Division – 8 – 12 years of age 
Intermediate Division – 13 – 16 years of age 
Senior Division – 17 – 21 years of age 
-Entry fees are $25 per head 
-Entry forms must be POSTMARKED by Saturday May 18, 2009. Anything received postmarked after May 18th are 
late entries and require an entry fee of $35.00.  
-Generators are welcome. 
-Bedding will not be provided, please bring your own. 
-No Hemp, Hair, or Hair-like Materials or Surgical Alterations 
-The show management committee reserves the right to interpret the rules or make any decision regarding the 
show deemed necessary in the best interest of the event.
