Below is a brief description of each office and an introduction to the candidates who have agreed to be nominated.  

President-Elect (One-year term): The president-elect shall serve as a member of the Recognition and Awards Committee and assume duties and responsibilities assigned to the office by the president. After completing a term as president-elect, the president-elect shall automatically serve as the next president. The president-elect is responsible for publishing and distributing the newsletter.
