The meeting started at 1:04 p.m. with a welcome.

Minutes from the September 6, 2011 – Karma moved to approve the minutes as posted, Beverly seconded.  The motion passed.
Treasurer’s Report - Bob reported that there are currently 62 members and 77 Life members down by two from a prior change that wasn’t recorded.

Beverly moved and Vera seconded to accept the Treasurer’s report.  The motion passed.
Committee Reports
Annalist – Janet reported that there was nothing new – let her know if there are any records that need to be filed.
National update – Mark reported that registrations were down a little from last year for the national meeting.  Gifts and Endowed funds – depending on the market around $420K.  Continuing to try to raise dollars – the money is used for scholarships and mini-grants.  Each chapter is asked to bring a gift for the silent auction.  Last year Mary Anne donated a quilt to this effort.  In the past Mark has made a basket of Missouri made products.  Johanna is going to take something.
Our members who are planning to attend – Mark, Mary, Johanna, Shelly, Don and Karma.

Please remember that at the JCEP meeting in February they will be electing regional vice presidents.  Applications are due January 1st.  There are openings for committee work.  North Central has representation on every committee.  Marketing committee has some vacancies.
Global Issues – No new report.
Membership – David reported that we picked up a few members, some are renewing.  He is preparing for the initiation ceremony.  The lists from HR are lengthy and include folks who aren’t likely to become members.  Bob received life membership dues from Annette Fitzgerald.  He didn’t know if we have had recognition for Life members in the past.  The national office provides a certificate.
Courtesy and Memorials – no report
Life Members – Barb Casady not on the call--update from last month stands.
Loan and Fellowship – Bev indicated there is no new information from last month.
Professional Improvement – Meredith reported that she hasn’t yet worked on the grant.  She has visited with Susan Mills-Gray and Julie Middleton – there was some thought that perhaps there would be an annual conference.  Susan suggested that if that isn’t the case that the money Administration puts into Galaxy and UMEA and other associations might help.  She will go ahead with the grant application to see where that leads.
Nominations – Mary Anne Patten reported that Julie Middleton has agreed to be a nominee for President-Elect and Joe Koenen has agreed to be a nominee for Treasurer.  Karma suggested the election take place at the annual meeting – thus allowing nominations from the floor.  New officers will be installed at the meeting.  The nominees will go in the newsletter and on the website.  

Public Issues – no report this month.
Recognition and Awards – Vera reported we had 4 applications for 4 different awards.  They are being reviewed right now.  She is hopeful that we will award all 4 of them.  Rewards ceremony will take place at the annual meeting.  Vera will get the certificates together and Karma will make the presentations at the meeting as Vera cannot attend.
New Business -  
· Silent Auction item for the national meeting.  Johanna would like for the item to represent Missouri.  Bob suggested Missouri wine, Hammons black walnut products, Cherry Mash candy from NW Missouri.  $50 was suggested as an appropriate expenditure limit.  Bob thought there might be some interest in donations for the national exposure.  Meredith thought we might try to get something from each of the regions around the state.  Might consider taking a picture of the item and have it shipped directly to the person to avoid them having to carry it on a plane.  Bob moved that we allot up to $50 for this, Meredith seconded, the motion passed.
Old Business – 
· Bylaws – We are on track to take these to the annual meeting.  The main change is related to our fiscal year.  Notice will go out around October 11th.  When will the changes to fiscal year be effective?  Retroactive or forward looking?  Bev moved that we make it effective August 31, 2012.  Janet seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
