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Virtual PILD - Public Issues Leadership Development by ITV

Dr. Michael Ouart, University of Missouri Extension director, Extension Program Leaders, Extension
professionals and council leaders met with Washington, D.C., congressional staffers on May 27 by ITV
(interactive television) for a virtual PILD meeting.

In past years, Extension faculty, staff and volunteers have gone to D.C. to participate in educational
sessions about the federal budget process and to visit with Missouri’s legislators and staffers on the Hill.

Budget restrictions this year forced an alternative method of communication. Sarah Martin, federal liaison
in the UM System Government Relations Office, suggested a “virtual” meeting. Dr. Ouart introduced to the
legislative staffers the high-priority federally funded educational programs taking place in their districts
through University of Missouri Extension.
