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THINGS I SHOULD ALWAYS TRY TO DO:

*Lessons start promptly.

*I do not answer questions unrelated to the lesson.

*I am dynamic and entertaining in my presentations.

*Activities are challenging and enjoyable.

*Kids are involved in discussion and demonstration.

*Bring closure to the lesson rather than closing abruptly.

*I have developed a friendly and cordial relationship with their teacher/leader.

*I am enthusiastic and dramatic in my presentation.

*I use praise and positive comments frequently.

*I am sincere in my praise and positive comments.

*I make an ongoing effort to bond with the group.

*I relate lessons to their lives and interests.

*I use good natured and receptive humor.

*I am aware of the roles played by each student in the class.

*I’m aware of the “glue” that holds the group together:  their values, interests, etc.

*I know the school’s rules and guidelines for discipline.

*I know who can be trusted in the group.

THINGS I CAN SAY:
*Group alerting:  “someone” will be asked a question on this “soon.”

*Challenging the student:  “I’m betting no one can figure this out, but would you like to try?”  “You’re really going to have to pay attention to figure this one out.”

*Catch kids being good a lot.  “Thanks for volunteering for that difficult question.”  “That’s using your noggin.”  

EASY TECHNIQUES TO TRY:

* Everyone holds up a card with the answer to the question on it.

*I allow learning in teams.

* Vary the mode of presentation.

* Try including props, pictures, etc.

*Let the class help make the negotiable rules.

*Turn off the lights.

*Use your “near” presence.

*Let natural consequences occur.

*Allow students to work in groups.

EASY TECHNIQUES TO TRY (cont’d):

*Prepare students for transition to the next task.

*I know that silence makes others uncomfortable; use it to your advantage!

*I know different seating arrangements and their value.
*I feel comfortable asking the offender what the problem is (and the solution.)

*I know a little about behavior charting and can use it.

THINGS I SHOULD AVOID:

*Avoid focusing on one student for too long.

*Avoid choosing a particular student to answer a question before it’s asked.
*If using competition, students don’t compete against other students.  
*I never chastise or embarrass a student in front of others. 

*I don’t make idle threats.

IMPORTANT THINGS TO REMEMBER:

*Rules can be re-worked.

*Active children may need more activity.  

*Be aware of special needs in the classroom!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!
*Attention spans vary
