Common Questions on Taste Testing Tool (FY '07):

I have heard I should only write in one food item in each column of the Tasting Foods form. What if I served a food that has several ingredients in it?

 Write in one single food item as it is served, for example, 
· Baby carrots

· Garden salad 

· Ham sandwich

In other words, list each food item as served singly, but not each ingredient. So you would list ham sandwich in one column (not ham in one column and bread in another). The purpose of this form is to know how many tried the food item as it was served, rather than how many tried each ingredient within the food. 

I will be teaching three different classrooms of students throughout the day and offering foods to taste to each classroom—can I put all three classes on the same form? 

No, please record one classroom or group per form. This allows us to calculate the percent of students in each class who tried the food(s) offered. In other words, if you tell us that there were 10 students in the group, and 9 of 10 tried baby carrots, we calculate that 90% of students in that group tried baby carrots.
