FNP Evaluation Tools:

Instructions for FY '09
Please use these tools/instructions beginning October 1, 2008.

Because all tools must pass IRB (the campus dept. that oversees research w/human subjects) approval, please use only the approved evaluation forms listed below.  Please do not make any adjustments to the forms. Other tools may not be used, even if they have been used in the past- for example, do not use tools that come with curricula such as pre/post tests.  Please collect only the information that is required on the forms. 

1) Tool: Teacher Observation and Behavior Report (to be printed regionally) 

Purpose: teacher feedback about student knowledge/behavior changes and program response

When to use: when you teach a group of youth a series of lessons 

But do not use the Teacher Observation and Behavior Report with Food Power – Food Power has its own forms. 

Instructions: Have classroom teacher or adult leader fill out form on the last day of class and hand to the Nutrition Program Assistant.  Nutrition Program Assistant turns Teacher Feedback forms in to FNEP Regional Coordinator, who forwards to campus*. 

2) Tool: Building MyBody Pre-Test and Building MyBody Post-Test (to be printed regionally)

Purpose: Documents student behavior and knowledge before and after participating in FNP.
When to use: with the Building MyBody (third grade) curriculum.
Instructions: NPAs who teach third grade will select one class to that will participate in the pre-/post tests. Each NPA who teaches 3rd grade will do a pre/post test with one class (same class for pre and post tests).

· NPAs will complete gray box on both forms.

· Children complete the pre-test before the first lesson.

· Children complete the post-test after the last lesson. It is important to collect the information from the same class both times (it’s OK if there are new students or if some students were absent the first/last time).
· NPA bundles the pre/post tests together, turns forms in to FNEP Regional Coordinator, who forwards to campus*. 
Note 1: It is OK if an NPA chooses to administer the pre-/post tests to more than one classroom (e.g., if a school administrator wishes for all 3rd grade classes to have the same experience). The goal is for each NPA who teaches 3rd grade to provide this information for one of their classes during the school year.
Note 2: NPAs/MU Extension employees cannot write teachers’ or students’ names on the forms.

Note 3: It might be helpful to complete the information in the gray box prior to making copies for the class, as this will save time/effort in writing this information on the individual forms. It also might be easier to copy the pre/post tests on different colors of paper to help differentiate between the two forms (the preference of paper color may be determined locally).  
3) Tool: Adult Survey Cards (available from Extension Publications) 

Purpose: Reports behaviors that adults performed before and after a nutrition education lesson.
When to use: 
1. With the Steps to a Healthier You curriculum. There are a series of 7 cards that are each used with the appropriate lesson:

2. With the Loving Your Family, Feeding Their Future curriculum:

Instructions: Nutrition Program Assistant completes the bottom portion of the card that corresponds to the lesson being taught that day.  After the lesson is taught, the Nutrition Program Assistant distributes the cards to the class members, and collects them when the class members complete the cards. The cards are submitted to the FNEP Regional Coordinator, who forwards to campus*.
