Forest ReLeaf of Missouri is now accepting 
applications for Project CommuniTree.  Thousands 
of free trees are available this fall for community 
plantings through Forest ReLeaf of Missouri's 
Project CommuniTree.  With many communities 
having lost trees in the storms over the past year, this 
would be a great opportunity to replace them at no 
cost. 
 

Anyone may apply for the trees; however, they must be planted on public or 
nonprofit properties in Missouri or surrounding communities in adjacent 
states.  The trees are in three-gallon containers and range from three to six 
feet tall.  The majority of the trees are native shade tree species; however, 
we also have a few ornamentals and large shrubs.  Trees are reserved on a 
first-come, first-served basis.  The list of available species will change as 
applications are approved. 
   

You can apply for trees simply by completing a brief application.  
Trees must be picked up at our nursery in Creve Coeur Park in Maryland 
Heights, MO beginning in October.

We will also 
visit the exclusive private garden and orchid collection of Ms. Ileana Tehran, 
the president of SACRO (Saving Costa Rica’s Orchid), an organization 
committed to preserving natural habitats where orchids grow wild.

It has been my 
experience that most 
people who enjoy 
gardening also love 
animals. Sometimes 
this is a difficult 
relationship to bal-
ance, especially when 
it comes to main-
taining a healthy lawn 
and living with a dog.  
 
Brown spots that 
appear where a pet 
uses the bathroom 
are the result of 
nitrogen burn. Ni-
trogen is a by-product 
of protein breakdown. 
Ironically, a healthy, 
green lawn is more 
susceptible to animal 
spots because the 
nitrogen content is 
high from regular 
fertilizing. So it takes 
less urine to raise the 
concentration to toxic 
levels for the grass.  
 
The problem is worse 
for gardeners who live 
with female dogs 
simply because a 
female dog will urin-
ate larger amounts in 
one spot at a time. 
Male dogs tend to 
rove around, marking 
their territory with 
smaller amounts.

On July 23rd, Janese Reed, Mary 
Biber, Colleen Enna, Ginny 
McCanse, and Molly Fusselman 
presented a pilot program called 
'Tree Camp' to inner city youth 
from local community centers at 
Loose Park.  In partnership with 
the Garden Center Association and 
KC Parks & Recreation, the 'Tree Camp' program was focused on teaching 
youth about trees and the environment around them.  After appearing on Fox 
4 News and Channel 41 News, the group was divided into two groups by 
age.  The younger children (5-9 years old) adopted-a-tree and took their 
picture by the tree, mimicking the shape of the branches and trunk; took leaf 
rubbings and bark rubbings of their tree; measured the diameter of their tree 
with string; observed wildlife; took samples of leaves and acorns; learned 
about tree anatomy and the benefits of trees; and discovered what types of 
foods come from trees.  The older children (10-14 years old) went on a Tree 
Scavenger Hunt through the park and around Loose Park Lake.  The 
children followed a map to find unique and interesting trees in the park.  At 
each stop on the map, there was something new and exciting to learn, such 
as the unique tree canopy or why plants have sap.  During their hunt, they 
learned about tree anatomy, the difference between deciduous and 
evergreen, and much more.  They observed the wildlife, and the importance 
of forests for our ecosystem.  At the end of the program, the group fed the 
ducks and enjoyed an afternoon snack.  
 
We hope to repeat this program again next year and then GCA plans to hire 
a staff member to teach the program in the future.  Thank you, Karen Cox 
and Ginny McCanse, for all your help and support in getting this program 
started.  Thank you volunteers for participating in this great children's 
program.  I couldn't have done it without you!

If you are frequently 
with your four-legged 
friend when she 
heeds the call of 
nature, you can flush 
the area with water to 
reduce the nitrogen 
level. However, this 
takes quite a bit of 
vigilance and you run 
the risk of over 
watering your lawn.  
 
The best thing you 
can do is to train your 
dog to use certain 
areas of the garden. 
This can be his or her 
special plot of grass 
or an area covered in 
gravel or (bow-wow) 
bark.

¨ The MG financial balance as of this meeting is $36,177.20, including an 
additional $80 from the Garden Tour. 

 

Horticulture Educator 
Report 

¨ Molly Fusselman reported that she has done two Children’s Programs 
about seeds through the 4H Fair.   

¨ Molly worked on the Tree Camp this month, which taught 30 kids about 
trees.   Channel 41 and Fox 4 TV had news coverage of the event.  After 

       next year’s event, GCA and KC Parks and Recreation will take over the  
      event.  
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Unfinished Business ¨  Quorum was discussed.  Mary Medley had noted that over the past 22 mtgs, there 
were 290 attendees, chairs and co-chairs.  Avg attendance over the 22 mtgs was 
13.1.   There was discussion of making the quorum 11, which would be 50 % + 1 
of the 20 voting members.  No action was taken. 

¨ The treasurer position was discussed.  The treasurer duties are in the by-laws.  
Some felt that this would be a duplication of effort.  Several duties were discussed 
including accounting for the organization, inventory of equipment.

This motion was 
approved 5 yes 0 no. 

¨ Pat moved the by-laws be amended to read a ballot with up to three nominees 
names will be published in the October Newsline.  Votes will be submitted to the 
current Steering Committee Chair by email or regular mail by a specified date.  
This motion was approved 6 yes 0 no. 

¨ Mary Medley called for Nominations for Steering Committee Chair that will take 
office in January.  STC members wrote their nominations and submitted to Mary 
Medley.   Request for Nominations from the membership will be in the October 
NEWSLINE. 

¨ Proposal for discussion on Special Events guidelines.  The guidelines proposal 
approved at the April 2006 meeting was reviewed which stated that a maximum 
of two events be approved on the same day.

¨ Demo Garden – Don Bjuland, Laurie Duffey and Marilyn Shade worked at ICAN 
to prepare the garden for the Water Garden Tour. Don stated that the sweet 
potatoes  at the Community Gardens plot will be ready to harvest mid September. 

¨ Chris Veach received a brochure about Operation Rejuvenation, which helps 
reestablish gardens lost during hurricanes Rita and Katrina. 

¨ Lala reported that he had met with Michael Beckett, MG and employee of 
Watkins Mill Historic Site.  They discussed the possibility of putting a greenhouse 
at that location to be utilized by both Watkins Mill and the Master Gardeners.   
This topic will be on the September agenda and Michael Beckett will be available 
for further discussion.  Some of the concerns focused on location, security, limited 
access for MGs, and lack of water at the site.  Irma Schmitz showed an 11 by 24 
foot greenhouse in the Farmtek catalog for $5,000.  It does not include heating or 
ventilation so additional cost of $2,500 would be needed to cover heating and 
ventilation.  There is a possibility that this would be assumed by a non-MG 
organization.   Missouri Conservation Dept would own the greenhouse allowing 
them to provide insurance on the building.  MCD would also be responsible for 
repairs.  A Memo of Understanding with the Master Gardeners would be required.
