3. Elect club officers and leaders prior to taking new members into the
club September 1. (This will ensure experienced members are elected
as officers.)
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4. Discuss new member [and maybe project leader] recruitment and develop a plan to increase
membership. Invite prospective new members and volunteers to the first meeting of the new year. Assign
a mentor to new members and volunteers to answer their questions during the first meetings.

5. Begin handing out re-enrollment information to current members and volunteers. (Please Note: If you
missed the August Leaders Council Meeting, August 20" please telephone me at the Extension Center so
we can plan a time to discuss the new re-enrollment process and you can pick up your packet of materials.
o Explain the process of completing the 4-H re-enroliment form
e Proof read and make needed corrections and/or additions
e Read and sign the photo release which is printed on the re-enrollment form
e Obtain appropriate signatures, attach enrollment fees and insurance $$ and return to
club leader
o Return your re-enrollment packet to the Extension Center as discussed at the Leaders
council meeting

6. Report club leaders, officers and 4-H council representatives to Extension Center for the upcoming year.

7. Identify club leaders for the coming year, pending volunteer application approval. Notify county
University Extension Center of any changes in club leadership. Proposed club leaders sign confidentiality
agreement related to the volunteer application process.

1. Award forms, project reports, including secretary and treasurer books are due to the office for judging
August 27°. This includes Super 4-H’er, Project Medal Applications, and Reporter, Secretary and Treasurer
of the Year Award forms.
