     3. Remind youth and parents about recognition night and report forms. 
  
     4. Complete year ending paperwork.  
 
     5. Be certain project leaders will finish their instruction in time for members 
     to exhibit their work at local, county and state events.  
 
     6. Check that club reporter is sending to extension office the 4-H Club  
     Meeting Report Y676 after each meeting or club event. 
      
     7. Make sure new family mentors are helping new families understand how 
     all contests and events fit into the 4-H club and what they need to do to  
     participate.  
 
     8. Recruit parents and members to serve as workers/judges during the fair. 
     Have members write thank you notes to judges and financial contributors 
     and promote participation by challenging each member to exhibit at least 
     three items at the fair.
