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Emerald Ash Borer

According to a press release by the Missouri Department of Conservation, the
emerald ash borer was confirmed in Missouri on July 23rd, 2008. The emerald ash
borer is a small, metallic green beetle native to Asia. Its larvae burrow into the bark
of ash trees, causing trees to starve and die. While the emerald ash borer does not
pose any direct risk to public health, it does threaten Missouri’s ash tree populations.
Ash trees make up approximately 3 percent of forests and 14 percent of urban trees in
Missouri. Since no ash trees in North America are known to be resistant to the pest,
infestations are devastating to these tree species. Missouri is the ninth state to have a
confirmed emerald ash borer infestation. (Source: MDC)

We welcome Justine Gartner, Forestry Field Program Supervisor with the Missouri
Department of Conservation, for our February monthly meeting. It’s our opportunity
to learn first hand about emerald ash borer. We’ll take away important information
we can share with others in our community as part of our education mission. Gartner
plans to leave plenty of time for questions and discussion.
