Community foundations and development 
organizations with new capacity to sustain 
programs.



What is AmeriCorps*VISTA?

Volunteers in Service to America.

Like the Peace Corps inside the U.S.

Builds the capacity of communities to 
eliminate poverty.

Targets low - income audiences and 
communities.

Members only do indirect service.



What Are Benefits to Communities?

VISTA members are full - time volunteers 
dedicated to starting and sustaining 
community -based programs.

A temporary low -cost staffing solution.

Potential program staff or supporters 
beyond the life of the VISTA project.

Minimal administrative and personnel 
management costs.



What Are Benefits to Participants?

Paid a modest living allowance of about 
$10,000 per year.

Receive basic health insurance and child 
care assistance.

Receive training from VISTA and MU 
Extension to do their jobs.

Earn a cash stipend of $1,200 or an 
education award worth $4,725 for college, 
grad school, or Federal loan payoff.

Gain experience in a promising field.
