The Paul Wilson family was selected by the Extension Council to represent 

Henry County as the 2008 Farm Family.  Family members include Paul, 
Cecilia, Cody and Matthew.    When asked why they liked farming and rural 

life, they answered, òYou are your own boss and you can be more 

independent in making decisions.ó  The Wilson family is not only busy on 

their farm, but they are also active in their school, community and 4-H. 

 

The Wilson family owns 300 acres in northern Henry County and they have a 
105 head cow/calf operation.  They also rent 900 acres.  They raise alfalfa, 

corn, fescue, soybeans and wheat.  Thirteen years ago they started no-tilling 

and now about 90% of their crop acreage is no-till.  They cut fescue seed on 

shares on area farms.  The family also does custom hay baling for 

neighboring farms. 
 

The Wilsons were honored as 4-H Outstanding Family of the Year in 2003.  

They are members of the Holy Rosary Church and are involved in the 

Missouri Cattlemenõs Association, Clinton FFA Chapter and Alumni Group, 

Shawnee Indians 4-H club and 4-H county activities, Shawnee R-III school 

and school board, Henry County Sale Committee, and Midwestern Beekeeper 
Association.  Their hobbies include hunting, fishing, gardening, beekeeping 

and raising poultry.
