Clover Kids News

Thank You Notes Teach A Lifelong Skill!
Have you considered helping your Clover Kids write
and send handwritten thank you notes? Teaching
children to write thank you notes is a simple act that
goes a long way in the development of good social
skills. Here are a couple of suggestions to help you
get your Clover Kids going:

1 Be positive. Briefly explain that the gift-giver
will feel good knowing the present is
appreciated. The way you talk about thank
you notes will influence whether your children
think of writing them as a chore or as
something thoughtful they can do for
someone who has done something thoughtful
for them.

1 Give choices and help make writing thank you
notes fun. For children that don’t yet write
encourage them to draw pictures. Provide a
variety of interesting and colorful paper,
pens/pencils, crayons/markers, glitter and
glue. Let them choose the ones they will use.

1 Make the handwritten note a special message
from the heart. Help children understand the
effort they put into creating a thank you is
just as valuable as the gift itself.

1 Be a good example and write letters! Children
learn to be courteous and responsible by
watching other adults.
