Instructions

1. Use scissors to cut the flap and lid off both
egg cartons and discard them.

2. Set the remaining (bottom part) of the egg
cartons side by side.

3. Place two eggs in each -carton, equal
distances apart. Since the books will sit on
top of the eggs, use a book to estimate and
adjust the distance between the eggs. Each
egg should support the weight of one corner
of the book.

4. Ask the children how many books they
think the eggs will support without
breaking.

5. Stack the books on top of the eggs.

6. Discuss the results. How many books

could you place on top of the eggs before
they broke?
Will hard cooked eggs hold more or less
weight than fresh eggs? Repeat this
experiment with hard cooked eggs to find
out.
