Who’s preparing your income tax return?

If you have a complicated return or can afford to pay for services, see a paid preparer.

If you have at least one W2 for 20XX and need to make every dollar count for your family, here’s a great idea. Missouri Valley Community Action Agency may be able to prepare your federal and state tax return.  MVCAA is working closely with the IRS to prepare income tax returns and electronically file them.  The program is VITA – Volunteer Income Tax Assistance.
· No cost to prepare your return

· Return is electronically filed, so you will get refunds or credits quickly!

· No need for very expensive refund anticipation loans

· Trained volunteers will prepare your return – while you wait

· Great financial management materials from University of Missouri Extension
