The Missouri Department of Conservation and the Missouri Department of 

Transportation are teaming up for the third year of Trees for Tomorrow, a     

conservation program that provides more than 60 varieties of seedlings free to 

youth groups throughout the state. 

MU Extension 4-H members interested in ordering trees for their county, club or 

personal conservation projects can place orders on the MDC Web site or 

through mail-in order forms. Be sure to include 4-H in the address line. Orders 

will be processed in January on a first come, first serve basis. The seedlings will 

be shipped in the spring. 

―When you make plans and order trees, an important thing to remember is to 

plant the right tree in the right place,‖ said Matt Seek, MDC Outreach and    

Education. ―You need to take into account how big the tree is going to grow. 

You need to look at the soil type and moisture and light levels.‖
