To educate equine owners about pasture 
management and environmental stewardship, 
University of Missouri Extension was host to 
the f i rs t  Horse Sense equine pasture 
management short course in Jackson County. 
The workshop provides practical suggestions 
for balancing the needs of horses with 
productivity and protection of the land.  
   
Pasture management is a cost-effective strategy. 
Yet many equine owners have not received 
education or training on the proper 
management practices for cool season grass 
pastures. 
 
Workshop participants 
are encouraged to 
review their equine 
pasture management 
plans and development 
strategies to more 
e f f e c t i v e l y  a n d 
economically produce 
forage while protecting 
the environment. The 
outcome: Landowners 
more knowledgeable 
about the production 
capabilities of their 
pasture grasses. 

Jackson County continues to experience 
expansion in local farms, which increased 
in number from 807 farms in 2002 to 838 
in 2007. From the 303 farms that currently 
stable horses, a total of 58 equine owners 
and enthusiasts attended the MU 
Extension Horse Sense seminar.
