GENERAL EXHIBIT RULES AND REGULATIONS 

  
1. The Danish System of Judging will be used. The judges will place the classes, according to merit, in Blue, Red, or White 

ribbon groups. The point values are assigned to the ribbons in each class. The value of a point will be determined by 
dividing the total points of ribbons awarded into the total money. In no case will a point value exceed .50 cents.  

 
2. Age Limitations: 

a. Minimum - a boy or girl must have passed his or her eighth birthday before January 1 of present year. 
b. Maximum - a boy or girl must not have passed his or her nineteenth birthday before January 1 of present year. 
c.  Steer show members may exhibit until age 21 
 

3. NOTICE:  Jefferson County 4-H Fair and Civic Club will not be responsible to any persons, individuals, corporation, or 
association, for any loss by fire, theft, damage, or personal injury sustained by anyone through the negligence of any person 
or groups of persons, exhibits or exhibitors. 

 
4. Only members of a Jefferson County 4-H club program may exhibit in the steer show. 4-H members of Franklin, 

Washington, St. Francois, St. Louis, and Ste. Genevieve counties may exhibit in Dairy, Beef Breeding, Bucket Calves, 
Swine, Poultry, Rabbits, and Goats.  

 
5.  All 4-H members must be enrolled and in good standing in the projects in which they exhibit.  
 
6. All 4-H exhibits must have been made or raised in the current year's projects. 
 
7.  No premiums will be distributed at the fair. Premiums will be paid only to Jefferson County 4-H members with the 

Exception of the Cattle show. 
 
8.  If an animal dies prior to fair, substitutions of eligible animals may be permitted at the discretion of the department chair(s).

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4-H EXHIBIT RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

Missouri 4-H Youth Programs are under the direction of University of Missouri Extension. 
 
“Learning by Doing” is the basis of 4-H work, and each year thousands of young Missourians between the ages of 8 and 19 
do just that.   4-H members make the items displayed in the Missouri State Fair 4-H Building or raise and train the animals 
on display in State Fair shows.  The Missouri State Fair provides a showcase for the skills and knowledge that 4-H members 
have gained through their 4-H experiences. 
 
Besides developing practical skills and knowledge, 4-H members are developing “life skills.”  Under the leadership of more 
than 9,000 adult volunteers, 4-H members learn to make sound decisions, work cooperatively in groups and develop a sense 
of self-worth and accomplishment.  4-H also fosters leadership, as older youth share their talents with younger 4-H 
members. 
 
We salute all Missouri 4-H members, volunteers and families, and particularly those whose “learning by doing” experiences are 
represented at the 2009 Jefferson County 4-H fair.

CONFERENCE JUDGING begins at 6:30 p.m. Tuesday, July 21, 2009. 
 
Conference judging is a process where the judge interviews the member about their exhibit.  Members can have up to four 
exhibits conference judged, but only one exhibit in a project area.  That means that a member cannot have two craft items 
conference judged, even if the items are in different classes.  The judge will award the ribbon for the item based on a 
combination of the interview and the quality of the exhibit.  Members may wish to have items that "just didn’t turn out quite 
right" conference judged.  
1. Entries will be taken Tuesday, July 21st from 6:00 p.m. - 9:00 p.m. Exhibits will be released, Sunday, July 26, 1:00 p.m. 

– 3:00 p.m. No exhibit will be released early for any reason without authorization. Any exhibitor removing exhibits, for any 
reason, prior to stated release times will automatically forfeit premium money and state fair eligibility. 

2. Members must be in good standing and enrolled in project exhibiting. 
3. Items made by 4-H members should reflect the skills they have learned in their 4-H project, the needs and interests of 

the 4-H member, and quality workmanship.  Use the 4-H project literature and the "Clover" for ideas and criteria. 
4. 4-H members may display only in projects they are enrolled in the current 4-H year.  Items showcased must be made in 

the current year and must be the work of the 4-H member submitting the item. 
5. Each entry shall be owned, made, and shown by exhibitor in current year of enrollment. 
6. Items are displayed at the risk of the individual 4-H member.  The 4-H staff, Extension Center, and Jefferson County 

4-H Fair are not responsible for loss or damage to items.  
7. All items exhibited at the Jefferson County Fair are to be made in 4-H projects. No items made in school may be exhibited. 
8. Maximum of three (3) exhibits per project in which you are enrolled. 
9. Each article must be labeled with "Fair Tag" showing the following information: Exhibit (article description), Class No., 

Member ID, Name, Address, Age, and Date of Birth. Last name first on fair tags. Tags must be securely attached to 
article or hole punched on plate or paper and tied in place. 

10. Where the exhibit list states, "any item made," the 4-H member may display any item made in that project. This includes: 
notebooks, file cards, photo display, posters, or educational displays. Regardless of project, the following dimensions must 
be used: 

 A. Poster - No larger than 14" x 22"; flat only; do not fasten three-dimensional items to the poster. 
 B. Photo Display  

 All photos should be mounted on an 11" x 14” The mat board may be white, black, or of a color that 
accentuates the photograph effectively; not to exceed 1/8” in thickness. Poster board or foam core board is 
not acceptable mounting materials 

 Photos can be mounted either horizontally or vertically with no writing or labels on the mat board. 

 Margins are at the discretion of the photographer. A permanent mount must be made using photographic 
adhesive. 

 No photos using glass and/or wooden, brass, plastic frames, etc. 

 Photos can be matted with a single window colored mat if appropriate. 

 To protect exhibits from dust and moisture, photos should be placed in a two-gallon zip-lock-style bag. 

 Photos not meeting these guidelines in 2009 will be not displayed, receive premiums or ribbons. 

 Photo stories should consist of no more than 4 photographs can be mounted on the 11” x 14” board 
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C. Educational display - Must not exceed 11 inches in height, 12 inches in depth (front to back) and 14 inches in width.  Must 
include three-dimensional items and stand-alone. (Posters with items taped to them do not qualify as an educational 
display. Science fair display boards are too large.) 

D. Entomology or Geology display boxes - Box must be exactly 18" long x 24" wide and 3 1/2" deep to fit in display racks. 
Plexiglas or plastic covers are preferred. No handles or knobs. 

E. Working models - Items such as model wildlife plots, cut-away engines, or other similar displays should require floor space 
no larger than 14"x 22”.  

11. Photographs of items too large or fragile:  All pictures of projects should not exceed 5 x 7, should not be mounted on 
anything, and should not have multiple pictures.  You should bring pictures individually rather than making a poster board 
of all the pictures.  The tag should be attached.  

12. No outdoor exhibit space is available.  Please contact the Jefferson County Extension 4-H Office at 636-797-5391 prior to 
check-in for approval of large over-sized exhibits.  Determination of items to be showcased will be left to the discretion of 
the 4-H Building chair based on available space and the safety of fair-goers.  Submitting photographs of these items is 
encouraged.  A ribbon and premium will be awarded for the project. 

13. Shooting Sports exhibits should contain no live ammunition and arrow points should be removed. 
14. When exhibiting any item, in any class, exhibitor may not exhibit an identical item in self-determined.  
15. No use of alcohol, tobacco, or illegal drugs by youth exhibitors will be tolerated. Exhibitor will be asked to leave the 

fairgrounds with their projects and forfeit their premium money and state fair eligibility

4. Cakes and other bread products should be exhibited in mini-versions or in portions of 1/3 to 1/4 of the larger total product. 
5. Gift packages must contain some baked or home canned item. 
6. One (1), individually wrapped, sample is needed with any food exhibit. This wrapped item is not to be a part of the four (4) items in 

exhibit. 
7. No alcoholic beverages may be displayed in gift packs. 
8. A recipe card is to be attached to each exhibit.

LIVESTOCK RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

 
1. Livestock entries will not be accepted in any department unless postmarked or received at the University of Missouri 

Extension Office. P.O. Box 497 Hillsboro, MO 63050 by July 20th.  
 

2. Entry fees must accompany entry forms: Stall Fees for Cattle shows are $5.00 per head in open and $2.00 per head 
for juniors.  Please note, that any junior who wishes to participate in both junior and open show must pay both fees. 
Stall fees for other livestock are as follows: $2.00 per head for swine, sheep and goats; $1.00 per head for rabbits, 
poultry, and waterfowl.  A two-day pass is available for purchase at $10.00 and at least one pass must be purchased by 
each individual.  Fees for passes must be sent in with the entry form. 
 

3. Refer to the schedule of events for entry of all livestock. The department chair will assign all stalls. 
 

4. All Exhibitors must comply with the general rules and regulations for animal Health Requirements for Exhibition. 
 

5. Missouri Department of Agriculture “Animal Health Requirements for Exhibition” do not require a health paper on 
intrastate (within the state), breeding cattle or steers.  However, a veterinarian will inspect animals for ring worm, warts, or 
other infectious disease and will require that infected animals be removed from the fairgrounds. 
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6. All health papers and registration papers must be delivered to the veterinarian or show committee upon arrival. 
 

7. No assistance in showing animal will be allowed in classes unless approved by the show committee. 
 

8. Show committee may combine or split classes as needed to make equal sized classes. 
 

9. Exhibitors may substitute cattle for any class that they have made entry in, but exhibitors may not substitute cattle to a 
class that they did not enter by the deadline. 
 

10. Cattle junior entries are not automatically entered into the open class.  Junior entries are invited to participate in the open 
class; however, to do so, the junior must designate the open class on the entry form and pay the additional entry fee. 

 
11. Cattle will be assigned to pens and ties.  Stalls are for cattle only.  No pens will be used for feed, storage, or cots. 
 
12. No grooming chutes will be allowed in the show barns except on show day. 
 
13. Abuse of animals will not be tolerated. 
 
14. Crossbred female cattle classes for juniors only. 
 
15. Poultry, rabbits and goats will be received beginning at 12:00 noon, Friday, July 24th and release by 9:00 p.m. The cattle 

and swine must be in place by 4:00 p.m. Friday, July 24th. Cattle and swine will be released Saturday, July 25 at 9:00 p.m.  
 
16. Livestock entries will be limited to 4-H members that carry the project in their youth work. Except breeding and dairy 

cattle show. 
 
17. All livestock must be released on Saturday, July 25, 2009 after 10:00 p.m. All sale animals must be cared for and loaded by 

exhibitor. No exhibit(s) will be released prior to this time. Any exhibitor removing exhibit(s), for any reason, prior to 
stated release time will forfeit premium. 

 
18. All exhibitors must keep stalls and pens in a clean and neat condition and the space over which visitors will pass must 

be kept clean and clear of rubbish at all times. No excessive hay, straw, or feed in aisle ways; only one bale high may 
be kept behind cattle. Any exhibitor not taking proper care of animals and stalls and helping with clean up 
after release of livestock will forfeit premium. 
 

19. Each livestock exhibitor must furnish their own buckets for water and their own feed troughs. 
 

20. Livestock exhibitors will bring their own supply of feed. 
 

21. No use of alcohol, tobacco, or illegal drugs by youth exhibitors will be tolerated. Exhibitor will be asked to leave with 
their animals and forfeit their premium money. 

 
22. Any attempt by any exhibitor, either personally or through an agent, to corrupt the judges or exert undue influence 

will subject the offender to expulsion from the grounds, and they will thereafter be prohibited from exhibiting or 
other privileges until same are restored by written order of the Fair Board Secretary. 

 
23. Any person who violates any of the foregoing or special rules will forfeit all privileges and premiums and be subject to 

such penalty as the management may order. 
 
24. Livestock registration, ownership, and health requirements: 
 

a) All beef breeding stock must be accompanied by registration papers, registered in the exhibitor's name. 
Breeding stock exhibitors will not be allowed to unload their animal(s) until approved by area chair. All beef 
breeding exhibits without proper registration will be required to exhibit in the crossbreed class. All entrants must 
be able to show certification of ownership, dated prior to May 1, of year shown certified by registration papers. In 
the case of 4-H exhibitors without registered animals, project record sheets or class registration will be accepted 
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as proof of ownership. This information must be available to the chair of the Beef Breeding Department when 
called for. 

b) Beef steers must have been weighed in at the mandatory county weigh-in held February 9 2009. Steers must 
have the original tag in the ear at the fair weigh-in on Friday, February 21, 2009. Any steer deemed 
unhealthy by the veterinarian will be disqualified and will have to leave the fair grounds. Entries in beef steer 
must have been owned by the exhibitor prior to the spring weigh-in of the current year. All steers must be 
dehorned. 

c) Dairy exhibitors must have certification of ownership prior to May 1, of year shown. In the case of 4-H 
exhibitors, project record sheets or class registration will be accepted as proof of ownership. All animals need to 
be accompanied with health certificates as required by the Missouri Department of Agriculture Animal Health 
Requirements for Exhibition. Dairy stock exhibitors will not be allowed to unload their animal(s) until all health 
papers are reviewed and approved by area superintendent and/or approving agent. This information must be 
available to the superintendent of the Dairy Department when called for. 

d) All swine breeding stock must be accompanied by registration papers, registered in the exhibitor’s name and 
proof of their Missouri Youth Show-Me Quality Assurance certification. Any swine breeding exhibits without 
proper registration will be required to exhibit in the crossbreed class. All swine breeding animals need to be 
accompanied with Health Certificates as required by the Missouri Health Department of Agriculture Animal 
Health Requirements for Exhibition. This information must be available to the swine superintendent when called 
for. All breeding stock must be blood tested for Pseudo rabies and Brucellosis. 

e) Swine exhibitors must have certification of ownership prior to May 1, of year shown. 
f) All rabbits must have been owned by the exhibitor prior to June 1 of the year shown. 
g) All poultry must have been owned by the exhibitor prior to June 1 of the year shown. 
h) All goats, 18 months or older, except castrated males, exhibited at the Jefferson County Fair must have a Scrapie 

ID tag in an ear. (Federal Law as of Nov. 19, 2001). 
 

25. An official veterinarian may be on the grounds to inspect animals upon arrival. 
 
26. Chairs are to be on duty when exhibits arrive in their departments and remain in charge of department until all exhibits 

have been claimed or moved by owners. 
 

27. Each chair shall supervise the daily morning clean up. 
 

28. All bulls must be shown with bullring or bull snap. 
 
29. As soon as possible after judging is completed in a department, the department chair shall turn class list in to the         

4-H/Extension staff member in the 4-H office so the list of premium payments can be prepared. 
 
30. Liability insurance for all livestock exhibits is the responsibility of the exhibitor. 
 
31. Any animal disqualified for age or health reasons must leave the fairgrounds and cannot be replaced by another animal.

1. HEALTH CERTIFICATES/ 
General Requirements. 

      A. All animals must have a health 

certificate unless specifically exempted. The 

health certificate must show required tests, 

vaccinations, etc., and individual 

identification and description of animals.  

Health certificates are valid for thirty (30) 

days. Some species require an entry       

permit; please check under the specific 

requirements by species for details. 

        

      B. Animals with ringworm lesions or 

easily visible warts will not exhibit and will 

have to be removed from community holding 

areas and stalls since these are contagious 

conditions. 

        

      C. Sales scheduled in association with 

exhibitions must employ a veterinarian to 

examine animals and process health 

certificates for change of ownership. The 

following requirements are for animals 

EXHIBITED in Missouri. Animals sold in 

addition to being exhibited must meet the 

entry requirements of Missouri or any other 

state of destination. 

        
2. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR 
CATTLE IN MISSOURI: 

      A. INTRASTATE (cattle in Missouri 

moving for exhibition only in Missouri.)  

      No health certificate is required. 

      1. Brucellosis: No test or vaccination is 

required. 

      2. Tuberculosis: Tuberculosis tests are 

not required for Missouri cattle. 

      3. Scabies (mange): Cattle originating in 

scabies-quarantined areas or herds are not 

eligible to exhibit. 

        

      B. INTERSTATE (cattle from another 

state moving into Missouri for the  

      purpose of exhibition only.) 

      1. A health certificate is required. 

      2. BRUCELLOSIS: 

      A. Cattle from brucellosis-free states. 

      1. All cattle may enter without a 

brucellosis test. 

      2. Steers. No tests required but the 

steer(s) must be listed and identified on a 

health certificate. 

      B. Cattle from brucellosis Class A states: 

All breeding cattle 18 months of age and 

over must be tested and negative within 

ninety (90) days prior to entry except - 

      1. Cattle from a certified brucellosis-free 

herd. The certified herd number and the date 

of the last test must be shown on the health  

certificate. 

      2. Steers. No tests required but the 

steer(s) must be listed and identified on a 

health certificate. 

      C. Cattle from brucellosis Class B and C 

states or areas are not eligible exhibit in 

Missouri. 

      3. TUBERCULOSIS: Tuberculosis tests 

are not required on cattle entering and 

moving in Missouri for exhibition only; 

except- 

      A. Cattle originating from a modified 

accredited state or area are required to: 

      1. Have a negative test within sixty (60) 

days prior to entry; and 

      2. An entry permit. 

      4. SCABIES (mange): Cattle originating 

in scabies-quarantined areas or herds are 

not eligible to exhibit. 

        
3. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR 
SWINE IN MISSOURI. 

      A. Intrastate and interstate swine must 

be individually identified by eartag, ear 

notch, tattoo or other approved device on the 

health certificate. 

      1. BRUCELLOSIS: 

      A. Breeding swine originating from 

brucellosis-free states may exhibit without a 

brucellosis test. 

      B. Breeding swine originating from 

brucellosis stage 2 states must be tested 

negative within sixty (60) days prior to 

exhibition, except breeding swine from a 

validated brucellosis-free herd. The validated 

herd number and date of last validating test 

must be recorded on the health certificate. 

      2. PSEUDORABIES (Aujeszky's 

Disease). All swine must be tested negative  

within sixty (60) days prior to exhibition, 

except- 

      A. Swine from a qualified pseudorabies-

free herd. The qualified herd number and 

date of the last qualifying test must be 

recorded on the health certificate.  

      B. Market class swine that are to be 

slaughtered at the end of the show. If the 

show or exhibit includes other classes of 

animals such as cattle, sheep or breeding 

swine, then the market swine must be tested 

and negative to pseudorabies or originate  

from a qualified pseudorabies-free herd: and 

      C. Swine originating from a state 

classified as pseudorabiesfree in the 

National Pseudorabies (PRV) Eradication 

Plan. 
4. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR 
SHEEP. 

      A. Sheep that are to be exhibited must 

be free of clinical signs of an infectious or 

contagious disease. 

      B. Sheep (except castrated males) must 

be identified to flock or origin using official ID 

(eartags or tattoos) and listed individually on 

a health certificate. 

      C. SCABIES: 

      1) Sheep from a scabies quarantined 

area must be dipped or treated by an 

officially approved method within 10 days 

prior to exhibition. 

      2) A prior permit must be obtained and 

recorded on a health certificate if the sheep 

are from a scabies quarantined area. 
5. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR 
GOATS. 

      A. Intrastate (goats in Missouri being 

exhibited in Missouri) 

      1. All goats that are to be exhibited must 

be free of clinical signs of an infectious or 

contagious disease. 

      2. Goats, other than castrated males, 

must be identified to farm of origin using 

official ID (eartags or tattoos) and listed on a 

health certificate. 

      B. Interstate (goats from another state 

moving into Missouri for exhibition only) 

      1. Goats must have no signs of 

infectious or contagious disease. All goats  

must be identified and listed on a health 

certificate. 

        
6. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS ON 

HORSES AND OTHER EQUIDAE. 

      A. All equidae to be exhibited must be 

free of clinical signs of an infectious or 

contagious disease. 
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      B. All organized, managed or sponsored 

equidae shows, rodeos, or competitions will 

require proof of a negative Equine Infectious 

Anemia  

      (EIA) test within (12) months prior to the 

event. An official certificate of veterinary 

inspection and VS Form 10-11 (or later 

revision) showing graphic descriptions of all 

markings needed for identification must 

accompany each animal showing: 

      1. Identification, description, of all 

equidae listed on the certificate; 

      2. Negative EIA test date, negative test 

results, the name of the state/federal 

approved laboratory and the test accession 

number assigned by the testing laboratory. 

      3. Photocopies or facsimile copies of the 

VS Form 10-11 may be accepted if they are 

legible and bear certification by the testing 

veterinarian or testing laboratory that it is an 

official copy; and 

      4. Missouri origin equidae are exempt 

from the certificate of veterinary inspection 

requirement. 

      C. The board, organization or manager 

of each assembly or event is responsible for 

insuring that each animal admitted or 

participating is accompanied by an official 

certificate of veterinary inspection showing  

proof of a negative EIA test, and shall not 

admit or allow participation of animals not so 

certified. Untested animals cannot 

congregate with other equidae. The owner of 

each animal is also responsible to comply 

with these requirements under sections 

267.010 to 267.730, RSMo., and may be 

assessed civil penalties not to exceed ten 

thousand dollars ($10,000) for each 

violation. 

      D. Alteration or substitution of any 

information on any VS Form 10- 11 or 

certificate of veterinary inspection shall 

cause the document to be invalid and in 

violation of sections 267.010 to 267.730, 

RSMo. and may result in civil penalties not 

to exceed ten thousand dollars ($10,000) per 

violation. 

      E. No EIA test is required on suckling 

foals that are accompanied by their dams. 

All weaned foals must be tested. 

      F. Venezuelan Equine Encephalomyelitis 

(VEE) vaccination is required disease on all 

equidae entering from any state in which the 

has been diagnosed within the past twelve 

(12) months. A special prior permit number 

must be obtained and also listed on the 

health certificate. 

      G. Any sick equidae at an exhibition may 

be excused by the official inspecting 

veterinarian. When an official inspecting 

veterinarian is present, all equidae will be 

subject to daily inspection. Any equidae  

entering without proper health certification 

and tests when required will be excused 

from the show until proper documents and 

tests are obtained. 

        
7. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR 
POULTRY 

      A. Poultry must have no signs of 

contagious or infectious disease. Poultry  

must have a VS Form 9-2 (or similar 

certificate) showing a negative Pullorum-

Typhoid test within the past ninety (90) days 

to exhibition, or originate from a flock 

approved by the National Poultry 

Improvement Plan (NPIP). Waterfowl are 

exempt from this testing requirement. A  

representative of the department shall have 

access to the event and may inspect or test 

poultry as considered necessary. 

      B. Sponsors of any poultry exhibition 

must notify the state veterinarian at least 

thirty (30) days prior to the exhibition with 

names, places, dates and times of the event. 

The sponsor shall keep records for one (1)  

year, including owner information, species, 

breed, type and pullorum-typhoid status of 

poultry exhibited. 

        
8. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR 
RATITE IN THE STATE OF MISSOURI 

      All ratites must have a health certificate 

and must be individually identifies by a 

means approved by the Missouri State 

Veterinarian. A prior permit is required for 

out-of-state ratites entering Missouri for 

exhibition.

SUMMARY OF POLICIES AND 
PROCEDURES FOR SHOW 
REQUIREMENTS 

        

      1. The following policies and procedures 

apply to all livestock and equine  

shows at the Missouri State Fair including 

but no limited to: Beef Cattle,  

Swine, Sheep, Dairy Cattle, Goats, Poultry, 

Rabbits, Llamas, Quarter Horse, 4-H Horse, 

Appaloosa, Society Horse, Draft Horse and 

Draft Pony, Harness Horse Racing, 

Miniature Horse, Paint Horse, Draft Mule, 

Jacks and Jennets, Miniature Mules. A copy 

of Missouri State Fair Policies and 

Procedures for Show Requirements may be 

requested from the Fair's Entry Department 

or Director's Office. 

      A. PURPOSE: To explain the 

established policy for introducing new 

breeds for a qualified show and for placing 

established breeds on probation. 

      B. REPLACES: Tradition, oral 

understandings, unwritten agreements, and  

prior written statements. 

      C. GENERAL POLICY: To introduce a 

new breed of livestock to show at the  

 Missouri State Fair the following shall apply: 

The new breed shall make a written request 

to the Livestock Superintendent of the 

Missouri State Fair by November 1 of the 

year prior to the show in which they wish to  

participate. After approval from the Missouri 

State Fair Commission, the breed will be 

placed on a two-year exhibition period. 

      During the exhibition period, the breed 

must have each year, at a minimum,  

four (4) separate Missouri breeders/farms 

and forty (40) head of livestock at the Fair. 

Should the minimum requirements be met 

for two consecutive years, the breed shall be 

a recognized breed of the Missouri State 

Fair.  

      Should the minimum requirements not 

be met during the exhibition period, the 

breed shall, if desired, repeat the above 

process. 

      The exhibition breed shall show before a 

judge provided by the Missouri State Fair. 

Ribbons shall be presented by the Fair for 

first through third in each class. However, 

premiums and/or plaques hall not be 

supplied by the Missouri State Fair during 

the exhibition period.   

        

      After the successful completion of the 

exhibition period, the Missouri State Fair 

shall provide ribbons and plaques for the 

new show. In some, the Missouri State Fair 

may also provide base premiums for the new 

breed as outlined in Missouri State Fair 

Policies and Procedures. Should the new 

breed association choose to match or 

exceed the base premium offered by the 

Fair, the Superintendent and breed 

association shall set the premium rate and 

the number of placings to be paid to the 

winners and submit it to the irector of the 

Fair for approval. 
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      To place an established breed of 

livestock on probation the following  

shall apply: 

      Any breed of livestock on the show 

schedule for the Missouri State Fair  

shall maintain a three-year rolling average of 

at least four (4) separate Missouri 

breeder/farms and forty (40) head shown 

during the Fair. Should the breed fall below 

this average, a letter of probation shall be 

sent by the Director of the Fair to both the 

state president of the breed association and 

the national headquarters of the breed. 

        

      Two weeks after the conclusion of the 

show, the superintendent of the event shall 

notify the Entry Department in writing that 

the show shall be placed on probation. The 

superintendent shall submit a detailed 

account of  

the event's three-year rolling average and 

the name and address of the  

contact person(s) to receive the probation 

letter. The Director of the Fair shall send 

official notices of probation no later than 

October 15 of the current year. During the 

first probation year the Fair shall deduct  

25% of the offered premiums by the Fair. If 

during this probation year the breed does not 

show a minimum of four (4) separate 

Missouri breeders/ farms and forty (40) 

head, the breed shall be disqualified from 

showing at the Missouri State Fair beginning 

the following year. Should the breed during 

this probation year show at least the 

minimum head/breeders required, the three-

year rolling average shall be computed. If 

that average is still below the minimum 

requirement, the breed shall be placed on a 

second year of probation with an additional 

25% of the offered premiums by the Fair 

from the previous year deducted. At the end 

of the second consecutive year of probation, 

the breed must meet the three-year  

rolling average or be eliminated from being a 

recognized Missouri State
