A poster with the topic and the 4-H member's 

name should be displayed on the demonstration table. General dem-

onstrations should not exceed 10 minutes.

A beef information packet is available by contacting the Missouri Beef Indus-

try Council at www.mobeef.org , beefinfo@mobeef.com, or 1-800-441-6242. 

This contest is held in the Missouri Beef Building during the Missouri State 

Fair.  

Demonstration should include preparation of a beef recipe. 

Beef can be purchased or home-raised fresh beef or a heat and serve product  and 

beef must be the prominent protein in the recipe. 

Copy of the recipe should be given to each judge, and included in state registration 

for county winner.  Recipe should include name of dish, list of ingredients 

and measurements and clear, concise instructions for preparation of recipe.  It 

should also include preparation and cooking time, serving size and servings 

per recipe. 

Each county winner is eligible to compete at the state competition and may com-

pete at the state level many times; but cannot compete on the county or state 

level after winning the state competition. 

Presentation should last between 7-10 minutes; with 2 points per minute deducted 

for over or under time.  Contestant will not be allowed to finish after 15 min-

utes. After the presentation, 5 minutes will be allotted for questions from the 

judges. 

Contestant should furnish their own ingredients and equipment. 

 

At the state competition, students will have up to 20 minutes to prepare for the 

presentation and 15 minutes to clean up after the demonstration.  Pre-

packaged foods may be used; as long as they are readily available for pur-

chase. No teams are permitted; and the presenter must do all prep work on 

their own; with the exception of carrying/ lifting if needed. 

There will be spectators in the Beef Showcase at the state fair. 

The winner in each county will receive a beef logo apron.  Each  participant in the 

state competition will receive a participation prize.  The State competition 

will award $100/ $75 & $50 to first, second and third place, respectively.  The 

contest and prizes are funded through the $1 per head beef checkoff program.

Project 

work is more educational when the member has a part in the evaluation process. 

 

The judgeôs job is not to make judgments about the memberôs work or to compare 

it to the work of the other members. Their job is to help the member see progress 

in terms of the goals set at the beginning of the project. 

 

Steps Members Will Follow: 

1.  Pick up a 4-H Excellence Award At the registration desk. 

2.  Member will take the exhibit item to the judge. 

3.  Member and judge will sit down together and discuss the article. 

4.  The member and the judge will share in the evaluation by discussing the strong 

and weak points of the article. 

5.  The judge and member decide on a ribbon for the article. 

6.   Judge may suggest ideas for improvement. 

7.  The member takes the article to the gym for exhibit. 

 

What do the ribbons mean? 

 

Purple Rosette- (Champion) These exhibits are of blue ribbon quality and are 

chosen to represent Lafayette County in the 4-H Building at the Missouri State 

Fair. A lavender rosette is presented to the State Fair Alternate.  

 

Blue- Top quality, showing much learning and growth of members. This award is 

based on individual learning, rather than comparison to others. Exhibits must meet 

all requirements as to size, labels, etc. There are NO limits on number of blues, 

reds, or whites a member can earn. Must be memberôs work, with appropriate de-

gree of assistance from older youth or adults. Members should be able to tell the 

judge about the exhibit, the difficulty, satisfaction gained, etc.  

 

Red- Satisfactory job, but member is not as knowledgeable about the learning 

process, or showing less adequate signs of work and effort. Exhibits that are too 

basic or simple for membersô growth may also earn this ribbon. 

 

White- Member does not know enough of the steps taken, what they learned in 

the process or made something too easy for what he or she should have been 

working at, based on years in the project and the membersô age.  
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LAFAYETTE COUNTY 4 -H 

BUILDING EXHIBIT RULES AND REGULATIONS  

1.    Exhibitors must be currently enrolled member of a Lafayette County 4-H 

Club and be in good standing with their club. 

2.    Blue, red, and white ribbons will be awarded according to merit. Conference 

judging allows exhibitors to be present and discuss with the judge the merits 

of their exhibit. 

3.    Each exhibit must be owned, grown or made by the exhibitor in the current 

year and represent the project in which the member is enrolled.  

4. A member must present his or her own project for conference judging. If pre-

sented by someone other than the member, there will be an automatic reduc-

tion of the ribbon awarded (from blue to red, etc). Members are limited to 

three items per project in the building. The items may not be duplicates.  

5. Each member will be responsible for transportation and tagging of his/her 

own exhibit.  

6. Premium money will be awarded only to those members whose exhibits are 

brought to the fair. Premiums will be paid according to ribbon-point value: 

Blue- 9 points, Red- 6 points, and White- 3 points. 

7. Each member exhibiting must complete the summary form and turn it in at 

the registration desk at the time of judging. Members with articles selected for 

State Fair should complete the information sheet attached to their exhibits 

before taking them home. Alternates will be notified if their articles are eligi-

ble for the State Fair. 

8. A purple rosette is awarded to items chosen for the State Fair. A lavender 

ribbon is awarded to the alternate. 

9. Lafayette County 4-H Fair will follow the State Fair guidelines for posters, 

photography, display boards, educational exhibits, Entomology or Geology 

display boxes and working models.  

 

LAFAYETTE COUNTY 4 -H AND STATE FAIR 4 -H GUIDELINES  

1.  Items selected for the State Fair must be blue ribbon quality. The judges may 

select the number listed by the class description. 
2.  A member is limited to two items in the State Fair Building, regardless of the 

number of their exhibits selected for State Fair at the County level. 
3.  It is recommended that a picture be taken of large, bulky or hard to transport 

items selected for the State Fair. The photo will be sent for display at the State 

Fair instead of sending the article. State Fair premium money and a ribbon will be 

awarded. 4-H Staff will assist in taking the picture during the county fair and sub-

mitting the information. 
4.  Perishable items such as food, vegetables, crops and home grounds items may 

not be returned after the State Fair. 
5.  Notebooks, posters and file cards will be displayed in the ñLibraryòat the State 

Fair, a special area that allows fair goers to touch and examine the items. 
6. Where the items list states, ñany item madeò the 4-H member may display any 

item made in the project including notebooks, file cards, photo displays, posters,  
or educational displays. Regardless of projects, these dimensions must be used. 
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POSTER- no larger than 14ò x 22ò; flat only; do not fasten three-dimensional 

items to the poster board. 

 

PHOTO DISPLAY  

1.  Photos not meeting guidelines will not be displayed, receive premiums or rib-

bons. 

2.  All photos should be mounted on an 11ò x 14ò  mat board, not to exceed 1/8ò 

in thickness. Poster board or foam core board is not acceptable mounting ma-

terials.  

3.  No captions, titles or writing on the board.  The picture should tell the story. 

4.  Margins are at the discretion of the photographer. 

5.   Photographers may mount the photograph to the mat using an acceptable adhe-

sive or approved corner mounts. 

6.    No photos using glass and/or wooden, brass, plastic frames, etc. 

7.    Photos can be matted with a single window colored mat if appropriate. 

8. Photo stories should follow the above guidelines and consist of no more than 

4 photographs. 

9. To protect exhibits from dust and moisture, photos may be placed in a two-

gallon zip-lock-style bag or wrapped in plastic. 

10. Include name, address and county on back of photo. 

11. For definitions and the complete guidelines governing State Fair photography 

exhibits, please see http://4h.missouri.edu/go/events/statefair/

photoguidelines.pdf.   

 

EDUCATIONAL DISPLAY   Must not exceed 11ò in height, 12ò in depth (front 

to back) and 14ò in width. Must include three-dimensional items and stand-alone. 

Posters with items taped to them do not qualify as an educational display. 

Science fair display boards are too large. 

 

SCRAPBOOKING    At the State Fair exhibits should be only 1 page representa-

tive of the complete scrapbook. The size should not exceed 12ò x 12ô. All pages 

should be in clear protective sleeve or clear zipper bag.  Do not frame. 

 

ENTOMOLOGY/GEOLOGY OR OTHER DISPLAY BOXES    Box must be 

exactly 18ò long x 24ò wide and 3 İò deep to fit in display racks. Plexiglas or 

plastic covers are preferred. 

 

WORKING MODELS   Items such as model wildlife plots, cut-away engines, or 

other similar displays should require floor space no larger than 14ò x 22ò. 

 

DECORATED CAKES   See Cake Decorating Project (page 27-28) for La-

fayette County Exhibit guidelines. At the State Fair use of forms or pans is 

required. No real cakes/butter crème icing or tube/gel icing allowed. Cakes 

should not exceed 13ò in height or at the base. Cake boards should not exceed 

1ò margin on each side of cake pan or form. 4-H member must use Royal 

Icing, Rolled Fondant, or a commercial product that will harden and pre-

serve the decorated cake.

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4-H/FFA LIVESTOCK EXHIBITION CODE OF ETHICS  

 

To keep the Lafayette County 4-H/FFA Fair a safe, pleasant, entertaining and learning 

experience for 4-H/FFA members, leaders, parents, spectators and auction supporters, 

the 4-H/FFA Fair Board has adopted the following guidelines concerning the unethical 

fitting and grooming of show animals. 

1. No physical or physiological alteration of the meat yielding areas of an animal 

body. No alteration of hair or wool color or structure. The use of chemical injections, 

dyes, or ingested material not conductive to the normal health or growth of a market or 

breeding animal will be considered questionable and further exhibition of that animal 

terminated. 
2. If an animal is questionable to the above, the inspecting veterinarian and assigned 

Fair Board members will make a final assessment to the continued exhibition of the 

animal in question. 
3. Exhibitors will agree to submit their animal to further tests by the inspecting veteri-

narian and assigned Fair Board members. These tests could include tissue, blood and 

urine laboratorial analysis or other tests as indicated by the inspecting veterinarian. All 

cost of these tests, etc. and/or veterinarian fees will be assessed by the animalôs owner 

and/or exhibitor. 
4. Exhibitors with animals producing an analysis of any illegal or unapproved injec-

tion, medication, diuretic, or volatile reside, will be barred from any project exhibition 

at the Lafayette County 4-H/FFA Fair for 1 year and reported to the State Authorities. 
5. Exhibitors will forfeit ribbons, plaques, premiums, special awards and auction re-

ceipts if their livestock projects are found to be in violation of the afore mentioned 

rules. 
6. All livestock exhibitors release without claim or recourse any action toward the 

Lafayette County 4-H/FFA Fair Board, University of Missouri personnel, veterinarians, 

livestock committees or another person connected with the Lafayette County 4-H/FFA 

Fair management or exhibition. No claims or demands, legal or otherwise, will be toler-

Poultry:  Must have no signs of contagious or infectious disease. Poultry must have 

A VS Form 9-2 (or similar certificate) showing a negative Pullorum-Typhoid test 

within the past ninety (90) days to exhibition, or originate from a flock approved by 

the National Poultry Improvement Plan (NPIP). Waterfowl are exempt from this 

event and may inspect or test poultry as considered necessary. 

 

Rabbits: No certificate of veterinary inspection. A veterinarian will visually inspect 

livestock as they are unloaded. Animals found to be unhealthy must be removed 

from the fairgrounds immediately. 

 

Sheep and Goats: Must have a certificate of veterinary inspection in order to ex-

hibit. These sheep must have a Scrapies Identification tag: 

 All breeding sheep regardless of age 

 All sheep 18 months and older 

 All exposed, suspect, test positive and high-risked animals 

 All sheep for exhibition other than castrated males 

 

Cats and Dogs: Must have a certificate of veterinary inspection to exhibit. 

 

Horses: Must have a negative Coggins Paper.

LIVESTOCK RULES AND REGULATIONS  

 

1.    The Lafayette County 4-H/FFA Fair is open to members of Lafayette County 

4-H Clubs who are enrolled in the project in which they are exhibiting for the 

current 4-H year and who are in good standing with their club and to Lafay-

ette County FFA members who are participating in a Supervised Agricultural 

Experience in the area in which they are exhibiting. 

2.    Each FFA exhibitor must not have passed his/her twenty-first birthday or 

three (3) national conventions following high school graduation. 

3.    Members should complete the Livestock Registration Form found in the 

center of the book and return it to the Extension Office by July 1. Late 

entries will be charged $15.00 per animal late entry fee. 
4.   All livestock, excluding horses, must be owned and shown by the 4-H/FFA 

member. If a member has more than one entry in a class or is participating in 

another event at the Lafayette County 4-H/FFA Fair, another 4-H/FFA mem-

ber can show the animal. 

5.   Ownership of Animals Registration of breeding stock must be in the memberôs 

name. 4-H/FFA members may own project livestock in partnership with sib-

lings who are 4-H/FFA members. In a partnership all individuals names in-

volved in the partnership must appear on the registration papers. Dually regis-

tered animals shall only be exhibited by one member for a show. Entry sheets 

must identify which animals are to be shown by each exhibitor. 

6.   UNLOADING: Check the schedule for barn opening and registration times. 

No pens can be reserved. Ear tags/ear notches will be checked at weigh-in. 

7.    Each exhibitor is limited to showing a maximum of 5 animals in any livestock 

species. Limit of two in one class (Except Horses, Poultry, and Rabbits). 

8.   An animal may not be shown in more than one class. 

9.   Animals are to be groomed/clipped by the 4-H/FFA exhibitor with the assis-

tance from the immediate family (father, mother, brother, sister) or other 4-H/

FFA exhibitor. 

10.  All animals will be groomed/clipped in barns or immediately adjacent to the 

barn. No animals may be tied to the chain link fence or portable panels. 

11.  Artificial coloring and grooming/clipping practices. Any steer, which when 

rubbed with a white cloth shows residual evidence of artificial coloring will 

be dismissed from the show with the exception of coloring below the hock. 

No artificial grooming/clipping practices, internal or external, will be allowed. 

12.  Only blue ribbon animals will be considered for Champion and Grand Cham-

pion ribbons and awards with the exception of the Carcass Show. 

13.  There must be three animals per breed and gender to be considered for 

awards. In breeds with less than three animals, animals will be grouped as a 

class of all other breeds. 

14.  No unregistered Bulls or Rams will be shown. 

15. During shows or sale, the member is to stay with their animal(s) until they are 

loaded or dismissed. If member doesnôt stay they receive no premium. 
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16.  Showmanship Classes will be divided by age:  

Beef, Dog and Horse- Junior (8-10); Intermediate (11-13); Senior (14 and 

over) 

Sheep, Swine and Rabbits- Junior (8-13); Senior (14-over) 

Goat and Dairy- Overall (8 and over) 

The number of showmanship awards may be altered depending on enroll-

ment. No premium money will be paid for showmanship classes. 

17.  It is recommended that members wear a clean 4-H/FFA shirt or clean button 

up shirt and clean long pants and boots to show and sell an animal. 

18.  Each competitor is responsible for cleaning up his or her stall after each show. 

The Department Chairman will release the exhibitor after his/her stall has 

been checked. Stalls left unclean will result in forfeiture of premium money! 

19.  The 4-H Project Leader/Club leader has the responsibility of certifying that 

membership, age and management requirements are met. The FFA advisor 

has the responsibility of certifying that membership, age and management 

requirements are met.  

20. Members in Beef, Sheep, Swine, Dairy, Goats, Poultry and Rabbits must be 

SMQAðShow-Me Quality Assuranceðcertified or conditionally certified 

and should be prepared to present their card at check-in.

2.    Exhibitors must manage all horses shown beginning no later than May 1. Al-

though ownership is desired, it is not required. Management is defined as 

the animals being under the complete care of the 4-H member no later 

than May 1. Professional training, showing and handling after May 1 of the 

year of the show is not permitted. 

3.    A horse may be shown by more than one 4-H/FFA member in the same fam-

ily, but only once in each class. This rule will allow families with one horse 

but two children to still participate in the 4-H/FFA program. Management of 

the horse would be a partnership by both 4-H/FFA members. 

4.    A plaque will be awarded for the first place and appropriate ribbons for the 

next four places in every class. Only blue ribbon winners will be eligible for a 

plaque. There must be three entries per class for a plaque to be awarded. 

5.    Premiums will be paid in Classes 1-27 based on Danish ribbons (blue, red, 

white). Place ribbons (1-5) will be awarded in classes 28-41 and no premium 

will be paid on these classes. 

6.    Each exhibitor MUST show before the judge (halter, horsemanship, or per-

formance class) to be eligible for showing in any game class. 

7.   All classes (excluding saddle type) shall follow the official AQHA rules.  

8.   Current Negative Coggins Test Required. (Within the past twelve months) No 

horse or pony unloaded on the show grounds without Coggins papers. 

9.    A 4-H/FFA member may substitute a project horse after May 1 and before the 

date of his/her county show only by a veterinarianôs written statement that the 

original project horse died or is incapacitated for the present year. 

10.  An exhibitor cannot show in more than one showmanship or horsemanship 

class with the following exception: A member may show a Quarter type horse 

in his/her age division in showmanship or horsemanship and then show a Sad-

dle type horse in his/her age division in showmanship or horsemanship. 

11.  An exhibitor may show the same horse or pony in a horsemanship class and in 

a hunt seat equitation class. 

12.  All exhibitors must wear appropriate attire and boots for each class entered.   

T-shirt will be allowed in the running events (with exhibitorôs numbers 

pinned on their backs) at the discretion of the judge. 

13.  No chains (except as stated in rule #14), irritants, sedatives, or stimulants will 

be permitted in any class. 

14.  Curb chains of the standard flat variety are permissible if not twisted. Stan-

dard lead chains are permissible in halter classes under the chin. 

15.  Nosebands are permitted in saddle type horsemanship classes, all hunt seat 

classes, and saddle seat equitation only if they are loose enough to permit 

insertion of four fingers. Nosebands are prohibited in all quarter type horse-

manship classes. 
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16.  Saddles, bridles and other equipment shall be appropriate for each class an 

exhibitor is entered in. No saddle type riding pads shall be permitted. 

17.  Cable core bosals and humane hackamore bits shall be allowed in game 

classes; however, there shall be no bare iron over the nose or under the chin. 

18.  Humane spurs shall be permitted in all classes. Spurs with locked rowels, 

sharp points, or sharp edges will not be permitted. 

19.  Equestrian type helmets MUST be worn in all game classes by all exhibi-

tors. Helmets must be ASTM/SEI  certified. Bicycle helmets will not be per-

mitted. NO EXCEPTIONS. 

20.  Whips and crops of the correct type and size shall be permitted in all saddle 

type and hunt seat equitation classes. 

21.  No hitting with hands, reins, whips or other objects except flat bats shall be 

permitted in game classes. Flat bats shall be 1İò wide and may only be used 

behind the saddle. 

22.  The judge and/or the Fair Board committee shall prohibit the use of equip-

ment they consider severe.  

23.  Stud colts shall be shown only in the calendar year of their birth. 

        NO EXCEPTIONS  
24.  The trail class will follow AQHA  rules with the following exception: The 

Fair Board committee shall determine the type and placement of all obstacles. 

There will be a limit of three refusals on any obstacle after which the exhibi-

tor MUST move on to the next obstacle. A pattern may be posted the day of 

the show.  

25.  Patterns may be used by the judge to determine a riderôs or group of riderôs 

skill levels. Judges may design their own patterns, taking into consideration 

the age group and the amount of time needed for all exhibitors to complete the 

pattern. Patterns WILL BE  posted the day of the show. Patterns may be used 

in all showmanship, horsemanship saddle seat and hunt seat equitation 

classes.  

26.  Members who ride in Walk-trot class #14 shall not be eligible for any other 

riding class.
