¶ Turn in your cookie sale sheets and the money col-

lected to your club cookie chairman by your March 

meeting (before March 19). 

¶ Your club cookie contact should turn in the total tally 

for their club on or before the March 19 4-H Council 

meeting. 

¶ The cookies will arrive the first week in April.  Clubs 

will be contacted when they arrive. 

¶ Clubs will need to pick up the cookies at the 4-H 

Barn in Higginsville.  Each club should double check 

their order and sign for the cookies. 

¶ Cookies must be delivered within the next 3-4 days 

after you have received your order.  Don’t delay. 

Every member is expected to sell at least two boxes of 

cookies or contribute $7.50.

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CLOVER KIDS CORNER   Thank You Notes Teach A Lifelong Skill!  

Teaching children to write thank you notes is a simple act that goes a long way in the 

development of good social skills.  

¶ Be positive. Briefly explain that the gift-giver will feel good knowing the present is 

appreciated. Give choice and help make writing thank you notes fun.  For children that 

don’t yet write encourage them to draw pictures.   

¶ Provide a variety of interesting and colorful paper, pens/pencils, crayons/markers, 

glitter and glue. Let them choose the ones they will use.  

¶ Make the handwritten note a special message from the heart. Help children under-

stand the effort they put into creating a thank you is just as valuable as the gift itself. 

¶ Be a good example and write letters! Children learn to be courteous and responsible by watching other adults.
