Appli-
cations due May 15.

Applications are available on the Missouri 4-H website.
for young entrepreneurs to sell their 4-H products and
services at the Missouri State Fair on Aug. 13, 14, 15,
or 16, 2009. Note these changes for 2009:

. Any 4-H member is eligible to apply as an exhibitor at
the booth, regardless of whether he/she has a 2009
State Fair eligible project.

. Teams of up to 3 youth representing 4-H club-based
ventures or fundraisers may apply as group exhibitors
(club-based ventures include only products or services
both produced and sold by 4-H members themselves,
such as goat milk soap or doggie treats).

. Youth who have completed or are enrolled in the 4-H
Entrepreneurship Project are encouraged to apply
(Enrollment in the entrepreneurship project is not a
prerequisite for exhibiting).

. Youth selected to sell their wares at the booth will
sign up for a half day time slot only; full day time slots
will not be available this year.

Youth exhibitors will have the option of displaying
items and order information at the booth beyond their
half day time slot. Youth marketing a service (such as
photography or babysitting) can do so with an in-
person demonstration, pre-made video, or Powerpoint
presentation at the booth. Youth selling a product
(such as animal feeders or quilts) can bring pre-made
items to sell at the booth, and/or take customer or-
ders to fill later. Youth selected for the booth will sign
up to display a half day at the booth on Aug. 13, 14, 15,
or 16.

Applications require a thorough description of the
product or service, a recommendation from an unre-
lated adult, and approval by the 4-H Youth Staff from
the county. Up to 16 youth exhibitors (and/or teams)
will be selected to sell during the 4 days. Applications
will be due by May 15th and selected youth will be no-
tified by June 1st.

Upon selection, youth will be mailed information on
how to price items, make a sales pitch, etc. Ques-
tions?

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CLOVER KIDS CORNER

The following activity helps children celebrate spring while making a Mother's Day gift.

Painted Flowerpot

Materials (per child): . Unglazed clay (terracotta) flowerpot . Acrylic paint . Paintbrushes
Optional - pack of flowers, seeds or a young plant and potting soil

Optional - cellophane and ribbon to wrap the plant pot and plant

Using acrylic paints, each child decorates a clay plant pot. Butterflies, flowers,
geometric shapes, or polka dots are decorations to consider. Let dry completely.

Optional: Children can fill the plant pot with potting soil and plant the seed of a fast
growing flower (i.e., Marigold) or put in a small plant. Wrap with cellophane and tie
with a ribbon.

For exhibition at the Lafayette
County 4-H/FFA Fair all goats, re-
gardless of age or gender, must be
individually identified by an official
scrapie eartag and be listed on a Cer-
tificate of Veterinary Inspection.”

Sheep and Goat Nose prints for State Fair

your animal nose printed. These need to
be on file at the Missouri State Fair by
June 15.
