Master Gardeners recelve?

If you are selected for the Master Gardener
program, you will take 30 hours of in-classroom
horticultural instruction.

Classes are taught by state and regional University
Extension specialists, Advanced Master Gardeners,
and other horticultural experts. You will learn
about plant growth, insect and disease control,
vegetables, fruits, flowers, trees, shrubs, soils, and
turf care. The learning continues during a
volunteer internship of 30 hours invested into your
local community. Upon completion of the
internship, you will be a certified University of
Missouri Extension Master Gardener.

How much does tratning cost?

The 12-week training course fee is $140. This
