Through Clover Kids clubs, children learn how to get along, share 
and work in groups, explore their interests and build self-confidence. 
Each Clover Kids   Corner provides an activity, information or other 
materials that Clover Kids leaders can use in planning and imple-
menting experiences that introduce 5- to   7-year-olds to the 4-H 
concept of learning by doing. 

 

Slime Time  

What you need:  

*The supply quantity listed above is designed for five children. If 
you have more than five, you will need to increase the amount of 

materials and supplies. Donõt let children eat the gelatin cubes 

after theyõve been handled or after theyõre covered with liquid. 

 

What you do:  

In a mixing bowl, dissolve gelatin in hot water. Coat inside of pan 
with vegetable oil. Pour gelatin mixture into pan and put into re-

frigerator until firm. Cut the gelatin into cubes about 1 inch x 1 
inch (about 64 cubes). Place 15 cubes into one bowl. Place the 

second bowl about 6 inches away from the cube bowl. 

Place watch so children can see it. At òGo!ó they should pick up 
cubes, one at a time, using their thumb and index finger (Donõt 

squeeze!). See how many cubes they can transfer to the other 

bowl in 5 seconds. 

Return the cubes to the first bowl. Pour dishwashing liquid over 
cubes. Gently mix so cubes are well-coated. Ask children to 

transfer as many cubes as possible in 5 seconds. 

Throw away the cubes and detergent; wash and dry both bowls. 

Put 15 new cubes into one bowl and pour water over the cubes, 
making sure cubes are well-coated. Ask children to see how many 

cubes they can transfer in 5 seconds. 

Again, throw away the cubes and water. Put 15 new cubes into 
one bowl. Pour vegetable oil over the cubes. Make sure they are 

well-coated. Again, ask children to see how many cubes they can 

transfer in 5 seconds. 

Ask children to answer the following questions: 

With which liquid were they able to transfer the most cubes? 

With which liquid were they able to transfer the fewest cubes? 

Which liquid was the best lubricant (the slipperiest)? Which was the worst? 
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October project leader tips  
Project leaders are very important to the 4-H Club 

program. Interest in the      project areas is what mo-

tivates youth to become 4-H members. The 4-H pro-

ject leaders help members learn skills they will use 

throughout life, help members reach goals, serve as a 

role model and give youth in 4-H an important         

connection with a caring adult.  

So I said I'd be a project leaderénow what do I 

do? 

¶ Secure the literature from your 4-H club leader or 

from Extension        Publications using the form in 

the Y603, 4-H Clover; LG911, the       Missouri 4-

H Literature and          Merchandise form; or online 

at http://extension.missouri.edu/explore/shop/ 

¶ Check out the resources available on the project 

web page http://4h.missouri.edu/projects/  There are 

many hands-on activities available for your use. 

¶ Read the literature carefully, know the requirements 

and the prerequisites, and let members of your 

group set        individual and group goals. 

¶ Study the leader/helper guide and adapt it to your 

situation. 

¶ List skills the members should know in order to 

complete work. 

¶ Decide what skills to include in each project group. 

¶ Decide what you and members are to do at each 

meeting. 

¶ Prepare needed materials before the meeting. 

¶ Collect names, addresses, phone   numbers and e-

mail addresses of the members enrolled in your 

project from your club leader or your local Univer-

sity of Missouri Extension Center. 

¶ Keep attendance and project records. 

 

Leader Lookout 
October club leader tips  
The club year is off to a great start because 
of caring adults like you who contribute 

their time and enthusiasm to the Missouri 
4-H program! The start of the year can 
seem overwhelming because there are still 

some loose ends to tie up from last pro-
gram year and the new year has already 

begun.  Donõtõ forget to ask for help and 

call the extension office if you have ques-
tions, we want you to have a rewarding ex-

perience as well as the members. Here are 
some suggestions to consider for this 

month: 

1. Collect completed member enrollment 
forms and volunteer  applications strictly 

observing confidentiality procedures and 

checking for completeness. 

2. Welcome and introduce new members. 

3. Complete a òkick-offó project or activity 

to motivate new members. 

4. Continue to recruit project leaders and 

work with other club leaders on county-
wide projects. Share web resources with 
project leaders,    starting with 

http://4h.missouri.edu/projects/ 

5. Announce county-wide projects and pro-

vide a list of additional leaders for 
county-wide projects to youth staff. Con-
firm recognized volunteer positions re-

lated to project groups and distribute lit-

erature. 

6. Check that all families are receiving the 
4-H family newsletter and  notify exten-

sion center of any changes to the mail 

list. 

7. Be sure new families and new 4-H mem-

bers have a òfamily mentoró to answer 
questions or assist them in other ways to 

keep them informed and feel like part of 

the group. 

8. Begin working with your club on estab-
lishing goals and programs they wish to 
complete this year. Great planning re-

source: Club Program book Y612. Club 
seal standards can be found in this pub-

lication as well. 

9. Train club officers. For some clubs, this 

training may take place in the summer. 

10.Work with club vice president to set up 

sign-ups or appoint  committees: pro-
gram, health, activity, recreation. En-
courage approved volunteers in your 

club to assist youth in these committees. 
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11.Turn in member fees, insurance fees 

and enrollments to extension  center. 

12.Talk about representation at county 4-H 

council meetings. 

13.Observe National 4-H Week. Determine 

activities to celebrate and say thanks to 

supporters. 

14.Apply for BOAC grant or MO 4-H Foun-
dation Community Service Grant if 

needed for a planned service project.
