No photos using glass and/or wooden, brass, plastic frames, etc.

Photos can be matted with a single window colored mat if appropriate.

To protect exhibits from dust and moisture, photos should be placed in a two-gallon zip-lock

-style bag or wrapped in plastic.

1 Photo stories should follow the above guidelines and consist of no more than 4 photo-
graphs.
