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Poster  - No larger than 14" x 22"; flat only; do not fasten three-dimensional items to the poster. 
  

Photo Display  
The following guidelines are requirements for State Fair 4-H photography exhibits: 
  
¶       All photos should be mounted on an 11" x 14ò mat board, not to exceed 1/8ò in thick-

ness .  Materials such as poster board or foam core board are not acceptable mounting ma-
terials. 

¶       Photographers may mount the photograph to the mat board using an acceptable adhesive 
or approved corner mounts. 

¶       No captions, titles, or writing on the mat board.  The picture should tell the story. 
¶       Margins are at the discretion of the photographer. 
¶       No photos using glass and/or wooden, brass, plastic frames, etc. 
¶       Photos can be matted with a single window colored mat if appropriate. 
¶       To protect exhibits from dust and moisture, photos should be placed in a two-gallon zip-lock

-style bag or wrapped in plastic. 
¶       Photo stories should follow the above guidelines and consist of no more than 4 photo-

graphs. 
¶       Include name, address and county on back of photo. 
  

For definitions and the complete guidelines governing State Fair photography exhibits, please see 
http://4h.missouri.edu/go/events/statefair/photoguidelines.pdf.  Exhibits that do not adhere to these 
guidelines will be disqualified.  These exhibits will not be displayed and will not receive premiums or 
ribbons. 

  
Educational Display  - Must not exceed 11 inches in height, 12 inches in depth (front to back) and 
14 inches in width.  Must include three-dimensional items and stand-alone.  (Posters with items 
taped to them do not qualify as an educational display.  Science fair display boards are too 
large.)  

  
Entomology or Geology Display Boxes  - Box must be no more than 18" long x 24" wide and 3 
1/2" deep to fit in display racks.   Plexiglas or plastic covers are preferred.  No handles or knobs.  
Boxes will be displayed upright in racks. 

  
Scrapbooking  exhibits should be only 1 page representative of the complete scrapbook. 
¶         Size not to exceed 12ò x 12ò. 
¶         All pages should be in clear protective sleeve or clear zipper bag.  Do not frame. 

  
Working Models  - These exhibits should show how things actually work (cutaway-sections of mo-
tors or computers) or can be used to help people identify parts such as parts of a motor or com-
puter.  Many times these exhibits are considered ñhands-onò and can be handled by visitors.  Work-
ing models should require floor space no larger than 14ò x 22ò. 

  
Decorated Cakes - The use of forms or pans is recommended.  Cakes should not exceed 13ò in 
height or at the base.  Cake boards should not exceed 1ò margin on each side of cake pan or 
form.  Must only use Royal Icing, Rolled Fondant or commercial product (i.e. Dapp) that will 
harden and preserve the decorated cake . (No real cakes, Butter cr¯me icing or tube/gel icing - 
displays containing these items will be considered ineligible and will be rejected.)

Water

1 pencil per child 

1 glass jar or other heat-proof container per child 

 

Directions 

Boil 1½ cups of water for each child.  Add ¾ cup of sugar per child and stir until dissolved.  Pour the sugar solu-

tion into each jar.  Tie a piece of string to a pencil.  Lay the pencil over the jar and submerge the string in the solu-

tion.  The string can be weighted at the end to hang straight in the jar.  Over a period of several days, sugar crystals 

will grow slowly on the string!
