Community Child Development Center
A Community Development project that becomes a reality!

In the summer of 2005, University of Missouri Extension joined forces with a coalition of com-
munity partners with the shared vision of a new child care center that would provide quality care to
infants, toddlers and preschool children in Macon and the surrounding area. Over the course of three
years a community assessment was completed, stakeholder focus groups met to determine the feasi-
bility, and a corporation was formed in September of 2005. A board of eleven members and a dedi-
cated fundraising committee began the process of fundraising to build a facility. However, a former
office building became available for sale which adequately met the space needs of the planned facility.
The fundraising began in earnest to purchase the building and begin the remodel. Robin Fitzgerald
with the Mark Twain Council of Governments and Frank Withrow, Macon County Economic Develop-
ment Director led the way to obtain a Community Development Block Grant. The Board wrote an ap-
plication for the Neighborhood Assistance Program and received it with a 70% tax credit. Another
grant was written to the Department of Natural Resources to obtain funds for the playground and the
final grant obtained was the Missouri Department of Social Services\Bta@rant for Infant/Toddler
care. More than 1 million dollars was brought to Macon County thanks to these grants and donations
made to the Neighborhood Assistance Program! The support of the citizens in Macon County and the
surrounding area has been phenomenal.

September 2, 2008 the doors were open for business. The Community Child Development
Center is at capacity with 59 children (licensed for 60) and employs 18
full and parttime employees. A dedication ceremony was held on C
tober 2, 2008 with more than 150 people in attendanidee Center is
directed by Mrs. Tricia Knowles and Jane Hunter continues to serve
Board President.

This project is an example of what Extension is all about. A
need is recognized and verified, stakeholders are activated, educatf
and capture the vision.
