You cannot  control the other person’s opportunities, but you can  grasp your own. 
You cannot  control the weather, but you can  control the moral atmosphere which sur-
rounds you. 
You cannot  control the distance that your head shall be above the ground, but you can  
control the height of the contents in your mind.   
You cannot  control the other person’s faults, but you can  see to it that you yourself do not 
develop or harbor provoking propensities.” 
 
Think about how you approach changes in your project.  4-H wants you to have 
blue ribbon projects but more importantly we want you to learn with your friends, 
family and supportive adults the challenges that you cannot always control that 
life gives you, and have fun while doing it.

well sprung rib. If your animal can consume more 
feed then they can probably gain more weight. When 
I look at the top of a calf I want to see a straight, wide  
back that is level through the hooks and pins. As we 
move to the front of the calf I want to see a 45 de-
gree angle from its crops( withers) to its point of 
shoulder. It’s knee should be behind the point of 
shoulder when standing with its head up. A long 
clean neck that ties neatly into its shoulder is neces-
sary for a smooth appearance. When viewed  from 
the rear I like to see a big hip and a bulging lower 
quarter. Their leg should be as straight as possible 
from their tail head down through their flank. When 
calves look fat and soggy they are usually easier to 
feed and do better when put on feed. Try to avoid 
calves that are fat sided or weak topped. There are 
many places to buy your beef animal if you don’t 
raise your own. I would strongly suggest that if you 
are buying your beef animal, that you purchase your 
animal from someone that will help you if you have 
any problems or questions about your animal. There 
are many people that raise and sell club calves that 
are more than happy to help you make your project 
successful. Ask them questions before you make a 
purchase and if you can talk to people that have 
bought calves from them before.  

I hope everyone has a chance to stop by and met 
Mr. Jeremy Elliott-Engel at the extension office and 
that we all have a successful show season this year.

Advice For Selecting Show Animals  

Here is again, that time of year when we are all 
starting to look at next years beef projects. Mr. Elliott
-Engel asked me to give a few pointers on what cri-
teria we use when selecting an animal. The points 
that I cover in the article should help you with select-
ing your steer or heifer. The first thing when select-
ing a beef animal is to start at the ground and work 
up. When a calf is walking naturally I want to see its 
back foot land in the same track that its front foot 
just came out of. If it’s close then it’s not good 
enough as this is a soundness issue. Experience 
has taught me that if they’re not sound when they 
are in the 400-600 pound range then they wont’ be 
sound enough when they are grown. Next, look at 
body capacity– I like to see a deep heart girth and a 
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food, dance and crafts.  A keynote presentation, 
dances and other activities round out the experi-
ence. The cost is $270 for youth (4 per sleeping 
room) and $355 for adults.  Youth may attend this 
conference no more than two times if they meet the 
age requirement.
